BLOLDY WORK.

The Slayingof Two Wild Young |
Men.

*bout the murder of a pair of ‘Ishmaelitic
Young men of this cownty — Wm. 1.
Dunp and David Olark — 4t the nands of
Henry Mereer and his son-in-law, John
Fresh, another pair of the same kind, who
live.about eight milea from the city. It
wtems that Dunn and Clark had driven a
load of@arn to market and were returning
home. The day was unususlly celd, and
they stepped at Mercer’s o warge. Phey
were lavited in the house; mud it is sald
they behaved badly. Their conduet is
given as ah excuse fur & row, in which
Mercer was roughly handled, at'the con-
clusion of which the young wmen started
to go. While they were leaviug the prem-
ises, Mercer and Fresh, who had get
their guns, opened fire upoun the yonng
wen, each picking his man. The shots
were [atal. Done received a disclisrge of
shot in the back, ran a short distance and
expired. Clark also received Lis death
wound in the baek and died almost lnstant-
Iy where he was struck. Netwithstanding
the verdict of the coroner’a jury, the
wonnds of these two men are proof that
they were retreating when kilied, and the
law will yet inguire into the manner of
their death.

The boches of the desd men remained
thos until Tuesday moraing. when the
coronerand a posse of citlzens arrived upon
the scene. Kach was lying where he bad
been killed, a clasped pistol in the hands
of Dann, and Clark Iying st the door of
Mercer's house. The Mercer family is
#ald to be a large one, and & very igno-
rant sct. ¥hey occupied the farm of
Joseph Benton 88 tenants; while Duon
and Clark were tenants of W. J. Fergu-
son. We append the sworn statement of
Sarah Howard, a member of the Mercer
family, on which mainly the eoroner's
inquest was based. Itis as follows:
