The Most Gigantic Steal of the Age.

It may be set down as a fact, that
every Americin politician, in this
villains’ ers, i3 a thief in practice, or
a thief at heart.

The only
difference between parties is, that
one bus had a chance Lo sleal, and
the other wanls it ;—one is made vp
of Radical thieves; and the other,
of Democratic would-be thieves,
Democruts and Radicals slike vote
for and pocket the bacik-psy steal-
age. Ben. Butler, the foulest hod
hellion of robber Radicalism, shakes
hauds, oo the flaor of Congress, with
Alexander Stephena, ex-Vice Presi
dent of the Southern Confederacy
and cbief exemplar of the Bourbon
Democracy, and congratulates him
on being bold onough to avow him-
self a thief—a brotker pirate at
beart, of the monstraus Beast. T'he
Vice DPresident of the so-callpd
United States, who has just retired,
S. Colfax, is & convicted thiet who
tried to escape by layisg his crime
on his dead brother-ip-law.  The
Vice President, who takes his place
and to day presides in the Senate
chamber, Henry Wilson, is a Credit-
Mob o*-liar and buck-pay thief]
whose villainy bas never been sither
explained or atoned for. [is pro
tem. substitute, Matt. Carpenter, is
vot enly a thief, but a debauchee
whose vile revelings are only fit for
the columna of the Police Guazette.
The Presmdentin the White House,
the last congressman an the Cupitol,
oinety-nine hundredtha of all the
legislators from Maine to California,
fureign ministers, cousuls, generals
of the army, infornal revenue ver-
min and postmasters, all, all, thieves
whose only idea of duty is to steal,
steal, steal, wherever,
however they can.

In spite of sll the howling about
reform ; in spite of Credit-Mob.o’-
liar and back-salary iuvestigations;
in spite of Tweed's conviet jacket
and whaved pale; in spite of grau-
gers, and all the caterwauling of pure
patriots who are only strivivg to
thrust themselves forward, in thin
cloakings of bonest seeming, into
places of lucrative stealuge; in spite
of press and people, of incomputuable
rantings and bellewings of bogus
reformere and nation-savers; Lhe
present session of congress, from ull
indications, bids fair (or foul) to ri-
val, if not eclipse, in gigantic rob-
beries, pickpocketries, sueak-thiev-
eries, piracies, and jobs which com-
prise, sum up, all these words in one,
any with which the country bas
ever yel been cursed. As one beuu-
tiful sample of the start already
made, take this dispateh which ap-
pears in all the daily papers of last
Sunday, dated Washington, Dec. 13 :

As Insuspicious a time for jobs as the
present might eecin to the uninitiated, the
ost enormous job ever sprung upon con-
gress will be developell preity soon alter
the bolidays. It is nothing less than a
guarantee snbeidy to the Texas Paoitie.
Atlantic and Pacific, and Northern Pacfic
railroads, which bnve effected a combina-
tion for the purpose of lobbying the meas-
ure through, The easy e:cupe of the
Credit Mobiller victims of list winfer has
emboldened both congressmen and lobby-
ists to believe that s repetition of the Credit
Mobilier job, sud that, too, on = doubly
enlarged scale, can be carried throagh.
‘I'he censeguence is that, withln the last
two weeks, the heads of Lhese vurious
rallrosd enterprises bave been shooting
about Washington, holding furtive caucas-
es io secluded quarters, and laying all
their plans for bringing forth their big job,
I'he lobby will embruce some of the most
ewinent railroad men in the countiy, and
all the power of the great Tom Scott svs-
tem, bath monetary and political, will be
brought to bear,

The nrrwhgement will be to pool a large
rixm of money, which s to be placed in
installments where it will do the most
good. ‘The Credit Mebilier exparience of
inst winter, having taught the lubhy some
useful lessons as to the danger arising
from the drawing of checks, payable to
3. U., or bearer, "’ and having adwon-
Ished congressmen that it i» not safe tv In-
vest notes in stock certilicates that are
worth two huudred cents on the dollar,
these means of deteotion and exposore
will be carefully svoid.d, ard the buying
and selling wiil be done striotly for cash,
nuo bille of sale or raceipts being given.

The amount of bonds the guvernment
will be asked to indorse and guarantee
the payment of interest upon, will not fall
much short of one hundred and fif y mil-
lions of dollars.

‘The men who are eugaged in getting up
this job are banking largely on the sup-
position that a large number of the Dem-
erafs in congress are thers for purposes of
pecuniary gain, without any party re-
siraints 1o keep them from looking out
stricrly for number ene. They also de-

nd on the support of :he Western and
g:mhoru represcutalives, whom they will
whoop up with the argument that the im-
mediate resumption of work on these roads
will resuseitate business in the West and
Southwest. In additlen to the senators
snd repraseatatives who will naturslly be

lm-r-uq in this job, streng luducements
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wiil ba heid out to & number of influential
men in both houses and both .

To sum up, this enormous job is to be
forced upon the country ata time when
the treasnry is practicallv bankrupt, with a
deficiency f nearly $50,000,000 in the
revente raceipts and a certaln prospect
that nearly all the taxes dropped durin,
the Iast three vears will have to be revl
and others locrensed to provide for the
mare curres! expenses of the governmeat.
The eflrentery of those who are planolog
this job becomes slinost sublime when the
condition of the eountry s taken Into eon-
siderativn. This is the measiog of the
presecce gf Gen. G. M. Dodge, together
witlr the Atinutic snd Pacific people, In
the city during the past week.

They affect
to treat it as & feecble, rash, vain-
glorious movement, of mo conse-
quenco whatever; yet, the truth is,
it is to-day shaking the whole Epis-
copal world. Such is the impor-
tance attscbed to it; and such Lhe
alarm it creater, in straight-laced
church circles, that The Church
Journsal, of New York, the organ of
High-Charchism, thinks all the
Bishops of this counitry ought to
assemble,and set apart a day of bumil-
1tion, fasling and prayer, [or the
fallen Bisbhop ; and, while praying for
this wretched man who has commit-
ted the sin of schism, inelude in their
boly and potent prayers, all the other
schismatios who do not belong to
The Church, lest they be eternally
lost. Let 4,000,000 Methodists,
3,000,000 Baptiats, 1,500,000 Presby-
terians, and a host of otuer outside
barbarians rejoice. There gleams, at
inst, a ray cof hope across their
gloomy pathways. They may be
saved, they may be happy yel, in
apswer Lo the linen-lawn - sleeved
prayers of God’s only church on
earth. How fortunate for all schis-
matics, that Bishop Commins, one
of the true lsrael, happened to slip
off bis plank and eome tumbling in
among them—a hitherto lost and
belpless company. It secures them
an interest in the devoul ¥ntlérces-

sions which are to be put up for
bim.

I'he Church Journal, after reliev-
ing its feelings faintly, by speaking
of Bishop Cummins, as the “fallen
bishop,” and stigmatizing his pro-
ceedings, as “the unhappy man’s at-
tompt to establish a new sect,” that
is & “wretched effort” at a “wretched
sin against which he has prayed for
a quarter of a century,” goes on to
aay :

‘*We cannot speak of this matter as
the ordinary seculur speech goes. 'l'o us
schism is n sin. We cunnot speak lightly
even of what must be & poor, futile and
ridicnious effort on the pari of an nu-
learned and unbalaneed man.

the church of God—an spostate bishop!
Opee befors we have had the trial. Shounld
we not humble ourselves, as a Chureh,
belore the Greatl Bishop, for our owa sins,
and pray tor him¥*"

And it i3 in these prayera that
other “schismatics’ are to be inclu:
ded. To show that the Cummins
movement i8 by no means small,
wesk or despicable, we might give a
bhundred items from papers in every
part of the country ; but Lhis extrach
from & New York letter to the
Mobile Register, eof Deo. 18, will
suffice :

His statement
that several ministers have offvred to join
him when congregatious are ready for
them was not s mere boast., He is con-
fidest thut in & short time he will have
charcher and congregstione in this eity,
aud that the new movement will extend
all over the country withio & few years.
It was thought by m.n{epermm that Dr.
Tyng. Jr., who has been restive under
Episcopal discipline fur some time, would
husten te enier the “‘reforaied’’ ranks.
but he has not yer signified his Intentien
of so doing. The Hev. Mr. Leacock,
who took part in the proceedings on Tues-
day, was receutly Dr. Tyng's assistant.
Dr. Tyng himself fluds no fault with the
new departurists, but, on the contrary,
declares that their right te do what they
have doue cannot be questioned, He soes
no reasen to censure Bishop Cummins,
and be intimates that the Bishops of the
Episcopal Church have noright to try him
and depose Lim as they pro doing.

eatablished—at lesst to the satisfuction of
the Bishop's follewers. ‘T'hé new move-
ment In now fulrly started. A short time
will suffice to thow what it wmay be ex-
pected te accomplish.

Tow a True Southermer Dies.

TH6 great striin on odr advertis-
ing columns for a few wéeks past,
has compelled Lthe omission of much
valuable muatter prepared for them ;
among them this destined-to-be his-
téric Yetter of gallant, lamented
Capt. Fry, the Spaviard-murdered
commander of the Virginius, It bas
been and will continus to be read
with pride by every true Amerioan
a8 a epecimen of how a hero can die
in the fuce of his enemies. The con-
duct of this fenrless man is the only
redeeming incident of the massa-
cre. Unlike the craven Alfaro, he
asked nothing for himself, but he ap-
pealed to his beartless butchera only
for his crew ;—for tho lives of those
whom he bad led across the seas to
most inhospitable shores. e endeav-
ors to wring a tespite from thom by
an adroit reference to their anprepar-
ed spiritual condition and what a
Spanish Catholie might concede for
religion's sake; endeuvoring to satis-
fy their blood-thirsty instincia by al-
luding to his own certain sacrifice as,
witbio resson, an ull-sufficient atone-
ment for the questionable sins of his
followers. ‘I'lere are melancholy
expressions cropping out of the let-
ter bore and thers. The one especial-
ly, whore he suys he has no country
and is & victim of war and persecu-
tion, has touched the heart of one
Federal ofticer, who exclaims that the
memory of the beroic Fry, notwith-
standing the past and its civil war—in
which they were contending enemies
—shall ever live as that of a opoble
countryman, and be accompanies
his kind words with a contribution
ot 8200—cne half for the dead hero’s
bapless family, aud tbe other toward
& morument to his memory. Such
words and scts are green and lovely
spots in an arid era,—a moral saha-
ra—and we welceme Lhom a8 barbin-
gera of a betler day coming, when
Radicalism and its train of wrongs
sball be buried out ef sight forever,
and every American shall bave a
country and be a free, respested and
protected citizen of it. This is Capt.
Fry's lotter to the Cuban butchers:

With permirsion of the consul, 1
wish to say & few words in faver ol the
crew of the Virginius and the mitigation
of their punishment. 'I'he first pilot had
just escaped from a shipwreck, und veed-
ed an udvance ol salary to buy clothes and
have them made. Nothing was zaid
to him in regard to tlic blockade running
but, on the contrary, us [ had the aathoeri-
zation of the owner-, I had prepared the
papers of the vessel.and notified every one
that we were to be occupied in trade with
the lzJunds with passengers for Puerto
Simones in Costa Rico, or in taking cattle
to Cuba, ss 1 believed tnat the vessel
might do so.

From the timme when arms arrived on
bourd I thought thers would be occasion
for a portion of the men to sea the cousul.
The consul at Puerto Principe sent for me,
but 1 did not receive his message until I
was on beard, baving been compelled to
lenve port by order of the authorities.
There was a guard on board to prevent de-
sertion by the passengers. I know that
some of them protested, but Varoua let
them know he wouid an=wer propositions
of this class with the pistol.

Ruuning the blockade is considered a
risky business among sailors, for which
good pay is received. It is notorions
that a great number of vessels were em-
ployed In it during the American war,
and although captures were numerous,
not a single life was lost; the grealer part
of the prisoners were set at llberty after a
short imprisonment. [ vever heard a
word betore the night of my sentence of
Cuban law and the proclamstion relative
to an altempt to Introduce arms into Cu-
ba. If, with superier opportunities, | was
ignorant that the case could be decided by
another law than international, how com-
pleie must hsave been the ignorance ef
these poor psople. [ was centinually in
the company of people who ought (o have
known it. and not one alluded to the fact.
Ia & word, | believe that It is net knowau,
and that the world will be palnfully sar-
prised at learuing the saeritice of these
lives.

The consul knows well that | am not
pleadiug tor my own life. [ have not
Ern}'ed to God fer it, nor even to the

lessed Mother. | have neither home
nor country—a victim of war and persecu-
tion,—the avenues to the securing of prop-
erty being closed to me to such a point
that I have not been able to provide bread
for :nf wife and ssven ehildren, who know
what it Is to suffer for the necessaries of
life, —my life 1s one of suffering, and 1
look upon what bus bappened Lo me as a
benefit of God, and it is net for me, there-
fore, to ask favors of any one.

T'ne engineer Knight, | know, same
contrary to his will. He wus bitterly op-
posed to it, as [ iearn trom the persvn
who lndnced him to eome.

Spaniards. the world is not so full of peo-
ple who prefer hopor to life: Save hiw,
poor ‘‘Hos!’’
