Our little neighbor village of We-

llington, without having partioipatad
n the sins, seems doomed to ahare

the fate, of Sodom and Gomorrah,
Cbioago, Boston and Warrensburg.

that tbe aaving of either the
buildiag or ita eontents was hopeless.
Under tbe propelling power of a
strong northwest breere, tbe flames

speedily swept on to tbe adjoining
strueture, a two-stor- y frame, the
lower atery of which was oceupied
by our eld friend, George W. Ferrell,
as a tin, stove and hardware store;
and the upper story, by the Masens,
Odd Fellows and Grangers, aa lodge
rooms. Building and most of tbe
contents speedily orumbled to
ashes ; and with red banners float
ing in triumph from rafter and
gable, tbe merciless foe marched
to the next two story frame.

A HORRIBLE AFFAIR.

A Saline County Farmer' a Throat
Cut Hia Body Rifled of al.OOO

Five Scoundrels at
the Work.

THIEE IF TMtM CAUBKT AN. NUNB-T- H! .TalR
TWO Cl.StLY PURSUES.

Under this beading, a special to
last Saturday's St. Louis Dispatch
dated Sedalia, Dec. 18, gives thsse
hideous detaila :

"From a resident of Brownsville
who left that, city this morning I
gather tbe following particulars of a
terrible murder and robberv, and the
oapture and summary banging of
three of the rive villains eogaged in
it while wrangling over the division
of the booty ,yesterday morning. An
old farmer residing within a few
miles of Cambridge, Saline county,
sold a large lot of fine bogs to a atock
buyer in that village, and reoeived
$1,000 oasb. A gang of five des-

peradoes led by a fellow named
Thomas Stanton, got wind of it, and
'shadowed' bim homeward, and when
he reached a lonely out of tbe way
place, they shot bim down and thee
deliberately cut bis throat with a
razor, rifled bis pockets, secured tbe
thousand dollars and left tbe mur-
dered man weltering in hia blood in
the road, and fled to the brush near
by to divide the money, in doing
which they got into an altercation
among themselves which became ao
exciting that tbey forgot their
proximity to the highway. While
tbey were disputing, a farmer of the
vicinity came along and found the
tr.au lying "in tbe road, still warm.
While examining tbe body he beard
the wrangling in the adjacent brush,
and a moment's listening convinced
bim that the perpetrators of the
horrible murder were still quarreling
ever tbe booty. He hastened off
and roussd the neighborhood, and
with a small band of resolute men
returned and pounced in upen them,
capturing three out of tbe five des-

peradoes concerned in the murder
and robbery, two escaping during
tbe melee. The rillaina were soon
summarily disposed of in accordance
with tbe terribly stern and retribu-
tive judgment of 'Judge Lynch,' and
a posse sent after the balance. Three
of tbo gang were known to be disre-
putable characters from tbe vicinity
ef Brownsville, but my informant
could give the names of but one
of them nor that of tbe murdered
man."

Tbe information in regard to thia
affair ia exceedingly vague and in
definite. We learn, however, from
citizens ef Brownsville, that tbe mur-

dered man's name was Fristoe, and
two Brownsville roughs, named
Stanton and Highley, were tbe sup-
posed leadere of the gang. There ia
no certainty in regard to tbeir cap-

ture or lynching.
