and only owner of tbe said veesel.
and tbat there was no sobjent or cit
izen of any foreign province or stau
direclly or indirectly, by way of trust,
confidence or otherwise, interested
therein. Having complied with tbe
requisites of the statutes in that be
balf, abe cleared in the uruel way for
tbs port of Curacoa, and on or about
tbe 4 lb of October, 1H70, sailed for
thai port. It is not disputed that
abe made tbe voyage aconrding to
ber olearacce, nor that, from lhat
day to this, she has not rsturnsd

ilbin the territorial jurisdiction of
the United Stales. It ia also under
Blood that abe preserved ber Ameri
osn papers, and that when within
foreign poru she made a practice of
putting forth a claim to American
nationality, whiub was recognised by
tbe smbnrilies al suob ports. Whea,
therefore, she left tbe port of Kmc'
ston, in Ootober last, under the flsg
of the United Slates, she would ap.
pear to have had, as against all pow.
era, except tbe United Slates, tbe
right to fly lhat flag and to claim iu
protection as enjoyed by all regular-
ly documented vessels, registered as
part of our commercial marine. No
stale of war existed conferring upon
maritime powers tbe right to molest
and retain npon the high teas a
documented vessel, and it, cannot
be pretended that the Virginini had
placed herself without the pale of
law by acta of piracy sgnnst tbe
bnman race.
