the fishormah, whose solo implement
in a forked stick some ten feel long,
the cormorsnts plungeinto the waler
and wearch for fish, eavh bird, ne fast
a8 he catehes one in his beak, rising
to the sortace, The fisherman then
hooks the bird's Boat with his stick
and draws it soward bim, tekiog the
fish awsy from the curmorant as
#000 a8 it comes withio reach of hia
wrm.  When the fish is very large
and weighs soven or eight pounds,
for example, the ourmorants will ss-
sist enoh other; one catohing the fsh
by the tail, another by the head, ete.
They rarely catch anything weigh-
ing lean than s qoarter of 4 pound.
Jlrm every capture s small bit of
fish is thrown Lo the bird as & re-
ward, the pieco beivg sutliviently
little for it Lo swallow 1o spita of its
collar.

Anuvther wrrange-
meont lsm sort of net trap beld open
by the bamboo sticks whieh, when
the birda perch upon them, full and
allow the game Lo become ontangled
in the meshes. Porhaps the most
ingenious iden is rarried out by men
who enter the water ontirely nude,
wading in up to their neoks. Over
the head is placed a sort of belmet,
which in pierced with holea for mght,
breathing, eto. ; anil reating on tho
man's shonldera is & woodon shelf on
whioh, just in frout of the sight
orifices of the helmet, is placaﬁ 'y
number of cups containing corn or
seed, The bird, attracted by the
bait, alights vpon the shelf, when
the fowlér graba his prey by the legs
with his band, draws it under ihe
surface, and secures il in a nel bag
which is worn abool his waist, —
