FORMATION OF COAL DEPOSITS.

From a lecture delivered by Pro
feasor Williamson, before the British
Asaooiation at Bedtord, we extraot
tbe following interesting account of
tbe formation ot 0M beds : It must
be understood ' that, although the
earth was popularly regarded as the
type ot everything that waa stable
and immovable, this was a very
erroneous idea, for old Mother fearih
was about one of tbe most fickle and
inoonatant of all the jades With
which men have to deal. She was
never atill. It happens that at the
present day there are certain regions,
aucb as the votoauio districts, which
are always moving upwards, while
there were others, like the oorai re
gions, which were steadily going
downward, bo it bad been in tbe
oldea time. The coal beds appeared
to have aceumulated in tbe latter
oletl of areas tbe areas of depres-
sion) geograpliioal areas in which
the earth bad a tendency to sink be-

low tb level of the ocean. Upon
such areas mud und silt had aoumu-late- d

until tbe deposit thus formed
had reached the level of the water,
and then came wbat appeara to have
been highly necessary as a prelimi-
nary to tbe growth of tbe ooal ma
terial viz., a bed of blue mud. It
wasjiot known why that blue mud
waa there, or whence it oame ; but it
was as certain as that garden plants
required favorableeaoils for their de-

velopment, that whatever its origin,
tbe blue mud was the sou which
seemed to have been preferred by tbe
great majority of plants constituting
th foreeu of tb carboniferous era.

Anthropology, Paris. From a report
of tbit paper wo oondenteas follows:
Instead of a union by means of a
short connecting link of muaoular
tissue, the bodies of these girls are
united at the lever of tbe last two
lumbar vertebra). Thus there is a
oomplete oommunity of sensibility
ia the lower members of tke body.
The perception of sensation is not
identical, however ; fur, while it ia
normal in tbe one, in tbe other it la
confused, incomplete, and lackiug in
precision. Though tbe heads are
distinct, separate organs, each baa
bantrol over a separate set of mus-
cles, the right bead oommanding ex-

clusively tbe two right lower limbs,
and the left head the limbs upon its
side. Tbe two hearts beat separate-
ly, and witb a alight difference in
rapidity, which appears in the right
radial pulse. There seems to exist
an intimate relation between tbeir
nervous aud digestive organisms;
thus, when one has a sick headache,
it is not long before tbe other is
similarly affected. When young,
their hunger was satisfied when either
was fed ; but it is new necessary to
teed each separately. In oharaoter
they are muoh alike, though mental-
ly they seem independent ; one can
read while th other engages in

or one btad can ooavorte
in English while the other is speak-
ing French. During sleep they fre-

quently have the same dreams at the
same time. Tbe problem presented
to tbe physiologist and biologist in
this dual exislenoe is one that de-

serves tbe most thoughtful consider-
ation, and its physical organization
pretentt a mystery as far above that
of the Siamese brothers as was theirs
above that of any single individual.

REDEMPTION OF LANDS SOLO FOR

TAXES.

The following it th text of an aot
passed at the last session concerning
redemption of land sold for taxes,
entitled
AN ACT to provide for the redemp-

tion of lands heretofore forfeited
to the state fur uuu-pay- r
taxes.

Be it enaoted, etc:
Section 1. That any person being

interested in or the owner of any
tract or lot of land heretofore for-
feited to the state for
of taxes, and all costs without accru-
ed inteiest or penalty due thereon
to the state, county or any munici-

pality therein, may redeem such
traot, lot or panoel from tbe state's
lien soaoorued tbereon upon the pay-me-

to tbe oolleotor sf tbe county
in which such land is situate of tbe
amount of taxes and all oosts without
scorned interest or penalty due upon
said land ; provided that the benefits
of this act shall oontinua until the
first day of January, 1875, and not
tberealter.

Sec. 3. Any person so interested
dssiring to redeem lands may avail
himself of the provisions of this aot
by paying to tbe oolleotor of his
oounty the full amount of such taxes
and all costs without aocrued inter-
est or penally, and taking from the
said collector duplicate reoeipts for
same, one of which shall be counter-
signed by and tbe other filed with
the olerk of tbe oounty oourt, and in
St. Louis oounty the collector shall
deliver tbe original tax bill to the
party paying th. same, together with
a separate receipt for tbe amount so
paid, which shall be filed as ether
duplicate receipts.

Sic. 4. All sums of money col-

lected under the provisions of the
foregoing sections shall be accounted
for by tbe oolleotor in bis settlement
in like manner as other taxes.

Sic. 5. This aotion shall tak
effect and be in force from and after
its p usage. Approved March, 31,
1874.
