In tb first place, tba flowers
tbootid ia hon.y, and furnUb food
for bei. The eeedi uootain oleai-Dou-

matter aod yield an nil at tbe
rate of one gallon to tbe bushel,
which ia bat little interior to olive
oil. Ooe acre will produce fifty
bushel, of teed. It ii also valuable
food for horses and poultry. It baa
been need for bread by tbe American
Indiana, in Portugal. Th leaves
are excellent lor cattle. Tbe stalks,
wbile tbey are growing, may be util-
ized as bean poles where tboy are
scarce and difficult to be obtained,
and may be used aa roofing, or set
up against the fence to form a .
