He seemed to put himself
purposely in the way of such thing.

I was walking one
day on tbe fine promenade wbicb
overlooks the bay npon the one
baod aod Mount Vesuvius ou tbe
other, and my companion was Sir
William Temple, Lord Palmer's
brother, at that time minister at tbe
court of tbe most powerful of thg
taliau Bourbons, namely, ''hung

Bomba," who was a very worthy
man, though be had a bad charaoter
from the London journals, wbicb
were, for tbe most part, profoundly
unknown to him and he to them. It
was just before dinner at the minis
ter's bouse, wbicb used to be open
to everybody; and Sir William was
telling one of those odd stories,
wbicb he narrated with each a quaint
cbarm, when a tall young gentleman
stopped and made us rather a formal
salute. 1 saw by l be profound bow
wbicb the representative ot una
land made in return, and by a certain
characteristic twichiog of his eye-
brows, that tbe young gentleman

wben be first begins to talk. His
forehead is frank and open, bis eyes
grave and somewhat troubled in
their look tbey are sunk'very deep
in bis bead and at times there
seem to be awfsl meanings io tbem.
