or any otber state, the sye never falls
upon & more magnifivent prospect then
that sround Waverly. Lils simply one of
vature’s gardecs, and oeeded po orns-
wentation of lmprovement from e baod
of man to make It more stiractive, The
combioation of timber and pralrie, the rise
aod Ml of surfsce, the grewn carpetlng of
krass wod an Intersperalon of springs and
rivalets make all that man could sk In
the way of rich aod beautiful farming
Innd. Bouoded on ove side by this lovaly
prospect mud on the other by the ever
restiess, turbld Missourd river, Waverly
sita qulet end popretentious. She has no
miircads, no omolbuses, no street cars to
tisturb the rest and peace of her one
thousand inbabitants, but ber streets are
over thronged with country wagons fllled
with produce, which makes her ove of
the best trading polats In western Mis-
sourl, Waverly was Iald off and touuded
ln 1846 by Washington Sbroyer. For
several yoars the town wis confined to
the low ground under ibe blu@ In 1853,
Col. Thomas lnid off & town oo the bluf
which be named St T'homns. 'I'hess vil-
Inges remalned separate and distioct antll
1600, when they were consolidated and
Incerpornted us the town uf Waverly. In
those days ber trade In hemp wss very
extensive. Perbaps no part of Missour]
furnlsbed more of that product than the
surrounding ocountry, and out of the
cighty steamboats which in those days
navigated the Missourl river, many loated
themselves st Wavorly, When the war
ocame on who loat ber trade and sent her
sons out to fght for the Confederacy.
she furnished some of the bravest souls
that ever enlisted In the lost cause, many
ol whom never returned to thelr homes
and fresides. Prominent amoog the
lieroea who returned Is our vouthful snd
bandiome baohelor, Capt. Dick Collins,
whose name bas become well known
our people a4 o legislntor as well an &
soldler.
