Oneo of the most curious plania
which has recontly engaged the at
toution of thuse who wre ioterested
in forioulture and kindred woi
onoes, is & spesimen known aa Lhe
|attice plant, of aquatio babits, nod
brooght from Madugescar as a rare
acquisition. [is existouce bas, for a
vousiderable time past, been known
to botanists, thro a lew dried
loaves sent from Madagsscar by a
traveler, who was unable to trans-
mit living specimens of the curiosity
ho had disoovored ; and it was not
until & long period thereafter Lhat
this desirable oh‘Jon oould be attain.
od, when several of the living planta
ware safely brought from the above-
mentioned couniry by the Rev. Mr.
Ellis, the well.known missionary,
The intereat of thia plant lies in the
oxtraordinary structure of the leaves,
whioh, aolike those of any other
known plant, are made up of the ribs
and cross veins ouly ; the inb recicos,
which, in othor leaves, are fillad up
with ousllular tissne,being in thin cane
left almont eotirely open, and thus
giving to tho leal the appearance,
1n evary reapent perfoot and bewutiful,
of & pieoe of well-wroaght net or lat-
tioe-work from whiok it derives Its
nsme.

The roots
vary in thickness, from sbout one-
balf of an inch to one and & quarter,
and their length in from twelve to
eighteen inches. The rind, whether
fresh or dry, is reddish outside and

One of the most gigantic plaats
in the vegetable kingdom is fodnd in
Nioarugus. It is closely allied to
the well known heage plant called
uroms, ar lord and ladies, but, unotil
the presont time, bas wholly esosped
the notics of traveling bolsoists, [t
produces but one leal, which is about
fourteon fost in longib, sapportad on
& talk wome ten feot lung. The
atem of the flower is a oot in oir-
oumforence, and the spathe or flower
two fest long, parplisb-blue in color,
with & pawerfal carrion-like odor.
As this oxtraordinary plaot is quite
naw Lo soiency, it bas yet no name.
The plant which boars the so-dalled
“applos of Sodom'" hue been various-
ly described by historisns sod travel-
orn. 'Phe firsy notios of it is by Jo-
sophos, who says that thoy have a
color as if fit Lo be eaten, but if
plucked, they dissolve inlo smoke
and ashos.

namerous fisttencd brown seeds,onch
furnished with a silky pluma or pap-
pas.  The dried fruit, the product
of the previons your, in exiremely
brittle, mnd is erushod with the
slighteat pressure; but the greon,
balf-formed fruit 1s soft and elnatio,
like » poff ball, and, like the loaves
und stem, ylelds a viscous, white,
milky flaid, whisch ia exosedingly
worid, and even cauntio.
