Joseph Bouvais, Col. Bullock
snd otber celebrities pf
Wyoming ten years sg , bad led ms
to bslieve that gold did not exist ia
tb Black Hill, proper, and that if

it doe exist it is far west ol the
Black Hill country and in tbe unex-
plored country north of the Sweet.
water Valley. Tbi region is west
ef the Black Hills, outb of lb
Yellowstone snd,east of tbe Wind
River MonnJaua.ri nL;ejieve tbat
there may be good digging in tbat
section, and that the coming season
will perbaps result ta their discove-
ry, and ! am not alone in my belief.
DOXS OOI.D exist IN Till BLACK KILLS f

My answer to this question would
be ibis : in the Black Hills no.
In the region between the main range
and the Black Hills ye. 1 base
my opinion upon a three year resi
dence in these bills wbiob sre a
familiar to ma aa are tbe bill and
prairie of Western Missouri and
F.aslern Kansas. Tbe region weal
of tbe Black Hills and south of the
Yellowstone Park is as yet unex
plored. It comprises a series of
mountains and valleys, two hundred
by three hundred miles in extent. It
ha ' been jealously guarded by the
Indians from exploration and while
settlement-- , and, while white men
bave always been driven back when
tbey endeavored to prospect in tbat
region, tbe Indians wbo bsve visited
our military posts for trading pur-
poses, have alwava been well sop
plied witb gold their ears, noses
and arms being bung with large
nuggets. But no white man has ever
been able to locate this aurilerous
region. Tbe coming year will, with
out doubt, solve the mystery.

MAJ. JIM BR1DOM,

well known at Weslport, with whom
1 bad a loog conference yesterday at
Cheyenne, has spsulsome thirty odd
years in tbis country. He assert
that the richest "diggings ' in the
world exist iu tbe Bluck Hills. But
tbe old man told me the same story
ten yearir ago at Laramie, and in
those halcyon days of buckskin,
beaver tail, venison and "bar meat,
recited legends of diamond moun-
tains to tbe far north, through wbiob
herds of fat deer oould be seen grat-
ing upon the otber side ; of petrified
forests and valleys formed of golden
nuggets. 'His .weird stories of tbe
strange region to the north of Fort
Laramie, wbile tbey were capital
amusement for a long winter nigbt
wbile sitting over blaring pine
knot in a snug "dug out,"-wer- e never

coepled by us with oredence. We
loved to bear tbe eld guide tell u of
rremont, or Booneville, of Albert
Sydney Johnson and Father DeSmet,
but bis stories of diamond mountains
snd vslleys paved with golden nug-
gets, were always taken in witb a
smile or losredplons indifference.
But tbe old man is here yet and is
still talking of tbe great gold region
which Geu. Custer claims to have
discovered last July.

WUAT OTIIIRS SAY ABOUT IT.

Th Spanish traditions of a centu-
ry ago located tb richent gold region
in tbe world in these bills. Strange
stories were circulated by tbe Spanish
settlers of Mexico a century ago, of
a country far to tbe north of this
region, where gold existed in large
quantities. Tbe French Jesuits ol
the last century penetrated this
region, and their reports and msps
now oo file in Psrio describe this as
"a region rich in gold and silver sod
jewels." Father DeSmet who died
sbout a year ago in St. Louis
visited tbis region in 1838. On bis
return be visited the Rev. Fsther
Donnelly, of Kansas City, and to
him spoke of tbe Bslck Hills t
rich gold rsgioo.
