The special seasion of the legisia
ture met pursusnl to the call of the
governor last Mondsy sfternoon,and
adjourned at 11 o'clock Thursday.
Mapy members left Monday saod
Tuesdsy, and Woedoesday thore was
bardly a working majerity. Every
question set forth in the governor's
call was disposed of, though some of

lunme tight equeese. It provides
that the governor sball appoint a
board of five commissioners whose
duty it sball be Lo superintend the
collection of Missouri winerals,
manuisctured articles, hortioultaral
and agrionltaral productd, and make
all the arrangomenis necessary for
their exhibition. For this magaite-
dinous work, the pitiful sod embar-
rasaing sum'of $5,000 was
ated. Many members of the lagis-
Inture would bave voted for $25,000,
but it was found to be impossible to
get the neoossary voles for sach an
smount, the insignificant litdle
83,000 getting through by the hard.
est.  As this of course will not be
snough 1o begin to pay the expen-
wnon of Lhe commisaion, it is suppos-
ed they will open books ol sabscrip-
tion immediately atter their organi-
zaticn, so that private parties oan
make such contributions a4 they may
desire. By thin means, probably
20,000 can be raised. Mining aod
manufacturiog men can well afford
to pay liberally for ihe axhibition of
their  producls st such a great
world's fair. To sbew, uow, the im-
portance of the Countennial, it is
only necessary to asy that it is the
celebration of the bundredih ansi-
versary of Americsn independence,
sod that every state in the Union
and almost every mation on Lhe
globe will take part.
