When Washington declared that
party spirit in tbe United Stateg waa
not lo be encouraged, big fear waa

that the bitter epirlt ef partisan leel--

ing nugnt run to eiceng. i ne nrst
political parties in tbe United States,
after the constitution had been fram-
ed, were the Federalists, of whom
Jebn Adams was regarded a the
bead, and tne Kepublicaoa, with
Thomas Jefferson aa their aoknowl- -

edged leader. Federalism had for
its aim the union of all the states in
to one oompaot and solid power,
Federalism,boweTer,lartred to some
extent what in these days we oali cen
tralization, ltepublioanism labored
as zealously for the perfection and
perpetuation of tie same insoluble
union with a wider margin of state
rights. The republicanism or Jeffer-
son was based upon the true demo
cratic idea. He dreaded tbe power
and pretensions of men of aristserat- -

io leaxniDggjthe majority of whom at
that lime supported Ifederalrsm.
Jefferson waa perhaps, tbe most
tbntoagb hater of aristocracy that ev
er lived, itetemng to the pre ten
boos of those wbo wished to model
tbe government of the United Slates
alter the taahion ol a European ou
garqhy, be says: ,

Your aristocrats are the most difficult to
manage ol anything la the whole theory
of government. They will not allow
themselves to be governed.

Jefferson did not hold,ss some msn
do, that tbe people had a right only
to vote men into office, as In some of
tbe European monarchies. A, class
sends a legislator lo the senate, but,
he must be an aristocrat and repre-
sent the views, not of tbe peopte,but
of bis ewn olique. Jenereoa believ
ed this to be directly antagonistic to
tbe spirit or democracy, ue says :

In a republic It Is necessary that the peo
ple anu not a section oi mem soouiu con-
trol every department ot the uovernment.

Government offices ta the gift of
Ui rrvsiuent snouia oe uistributea with,
out respect to party, lu this matter 1 have
been aa impartial aa i couia.

That tbe politioat parties at that
time did not exercise tbe control
which thev do now, is evident from
tbe fact that Adams and Jefferson,
two men of conflicting political ideas,
were simultaneously elected to nil
the two highest positions in lheUn
ion. At the olose of Adams' first
term, he was again pot io nomina
tion, in conjunction with Uharles Jt.
l'iokney, of South Carolina. Jeffer
son and Aaron Burr, both of the
same party, were the opposing can
didates. Both Federalists' and Re

publicans polled an equal number of
votes. This threw Ihe eleotion into
the House of Representatives, wbioh
gave tbe presidency to Jeffersennd
vice presidency to Burr. At that
time Federalism was strong ia New
York ; still, after Jefferson's first
term, he was by me il
publicans, but not without consider
able opposition. Burr, being of an
aristocratio mind, beoame Feder
alist after Jefferson's first term, aad
was nominated for governor or Hew
York, but some of the leading Fed-
eralists refused to support him, and
the bitter oontesi wuion resulted in
bis defeat led to a duel betweea bim
self and Col. Hamilton, a prominent
Federalist, in wbioh the latter was
killed. After this, Burr waa despis-
ed by the Federalists and .Republ-
icans alike.

In so far as the question of slavery
was oonoeroed, both partis bad
within their ranks abolitionists and

advocates. The Fenn
sylvania Abolition Society, founded
in 1775, with Benjamin Franklin as
president, was still In existenoe, and
counted among its members men of
all shades ot pontics,. jNol y

a division took place in the
two great parties, arising,, irom
disputes on the slavery question. All
kinds of reforms were advooated by
tbe seoeders from both parties. The
Federalists and . Bepubuoans contin
ued to hold, sway alternately up to
tbe eleotion of President Jackson in
1829, when the or na
tional Farty, aa It was oalled, toek
tbe name of Whigs ; tbe Jaoksonian
1 arty calling themselves Democrats,
Henry Clay was tbe leader of the
whig opposition against tbe Jackson
Administration. The Whig and
Demooratio Parties were now the
two great contestants for power ;
the old f ederal ana itepublioan Far-tie- s

bad as suoh entirely disappeared
In 1832 tbe Whigs nominated Clay
for the presidency, while tbe Demo,
emtio party renominated Jaokaon,
wbo was elected for a second term.
After this, divisions arose amongst
tb Whigs on the slavery question,
ana uiay, wnose eloquence was ap-
preciated, though bis politibal influ-
ence was on the wane, lost all oon-

trol over the party in oonaeqoenee ol
we neutral ground which pe took on
tne question or slavery. . Jn 1840
number of tbe members of the
American y Society se
ceded ana lorroed the American and
Foreign y Society. A
portion of tbe Demooratio party
joined them. At first this society
bad no other object in view than to
labor for the abolition of slavery.
Ultimately, however, it became tbe
nucleue.of what, for a short period
before 1847, went under tbe name of
the Liberal Party. In 1848 the Lib--
erul parly was absorbed in another
political organization known as the
Free Soil Party, whose object was
to oppose tbe extension of slavery in
the states and territories. Tbe Free
Soilers, although unknown as a par-
ry, had really an existence at least
nine years before tbe eleotion of
Pfosident Jackson for tbe first term,
1b 1820 they, with the other aboli-
tionists, strenuously resisted the ad-

mission ef Missouri into the Union
as a slave stale, but were defeated.
In subsequent eleotions their influ
ence was unreservedly exerted in
favor of the party whose anti-sla- v

ery principles were the most pro
nounced.

Meantime, tbe old Whig party be
came effectually brokon ap, and ul-

timately oeased to exist as an organ-
ization iu 1864. Some of its. mem-
bers joined the Democratic, J Marty1,
Olhera identified lhemlvea'wtlhthe
present Bepublioan fjartyf'which, in
1854, was in Ha infancy .after having
sprung frotuXne divided ranks of the
YYuigs aad Demecrats.

SADDLE DAITS.

The Walk, Trot. Face and Gallop
tne varainau mncipies of
Modern Equestrianism.

IProua tbs Maw Tork Spirit er Um Time. 1

Although not so universally pop
ular as in former yeare, riding on
horseback continues to be practised
largely by gentleman of leisure as a
means of exerois and enjoyment,
and, io many parts ef the oountry,
as a convenient mesne of locomotion
en matters of business. In many
portion, of the United States, this
uoaivu-givin- g exercise is becoming a
highly fasbionablo amusement
among ladies and gentlemen of cul-
ture and refinement, and we bopo
tb taste msy become universal.
But, io order to make horseback
riding a really comfortable aad pleas-
urable exercise, a good saddle horse,
thoroughly- - broken, is requisite, and
suoh are extremely dlBeult to find.
as something or a guide in the se
lection oi norse, as wsll aa in the
training of bim for suoh a purpose,
w present below an analysis of what
are known as saddle gaits. It is not
tp be supposed that every saddle
horse will possess all. or even a con
siderable nambei of these wave ol
going. A large proportion of thorn
go but ess or two gaits, that may be

preierrea oy tne owaer, na other be- -

ing required. The possession ol
several different gaits by a single
animal is rather exceptional than
otherwise; but a Irst elass saddle
bore is expected (e go,at oemmand,
eight different gaits,-en- in propor
tion aa aa apptoaaaes tbie etandard,
his value for such psrposes is rated.
There are, perhaps, one or two ad-

ditional fancy gsitt that aie some-
times dieplsyed,but tbey may be con
sidered aa rather . accidental varia-
tion of tbe more dlstiaot ways ol
going under the saddle, depending
largely on tee oomiurmation or tbe
bone and tbe manipulation of tbe
reina in tbe bands of a skillful rider.
The walk, trot, pace aad gallop are
tne oaraioai, or natural guits, and
need no description, to oe geoerallt
understood. Tbe artificial and ac
quired gaits are a follows:

The fox tret is a slight modifica-
tion of tbe true trot, and, perhaps,
to call it a "broken" trot io wbioh
tbe fore foot toocbes the ground an
instant in advance of the diagonal
bind foot, will convey as correct an
understanding of it as a more elabo
rate description of tbs alternate
placing of the feet. It baa tbe slow
est limits of tbe artificial gaits.aud i.
an all-da- y gait.' its range is gener-
ally from four to six miles per hour,
Occasionally a horse may show a
rate of seven miles an boar, lit is
tbe utility gait of the general saddle
norse, ana every one wortby the
name le expected to have it. At Ibis
gait, a loose rein-t- s always used, end
the horse is apt to carry bis hesd
low. Driver of trotting horses in
harness will recognise it as a step
frequently taken for two or three
strokes by bones just in tbe act of
slowing into a walk.

The running walk is also a modifl
oation Of tbe true trot, but iu this
oas Ihe bead is oarried higher and
aud the hind loot takes the ground
juet in advanoe of tbe diagonal fort.

Trotters in
harness frequently get away at this
gait wben started suddenly, nnder a
urn pull upon me bit, betore tbey
settle to the true stroke.

Tbe rack ia a modification of the
true pace in which tb hind font
touches tbe ground io advanoe of
it leading fore foot, This gait ad-

mits of a wide range of speed say
from four mile aa hour to faster
than a three minute gait. Tbie it the
favorite ssddle gait with lad-es- , and
seeme better sailed to the aide-sad- -

dl than any other., Few gentleman
like it as , well as the fox business
gait, and of tbe two is more readily
taken by horses tbat have a natural
pacing tendency.

An Exciting Aooount of the Break
ing up of a Oaagof Counter-

feiters In Virginia.

(Wssblagte Olapalob to Pittsburgh Leader.)
Transferred from Chicago to take

charge or tbs sesret service bureau
of the United States, of
Polioe Waabboroe has alreadv
signalised his brief Sareer by making
one oi i we most important arrests ol
counterfeiter, ever made in the his-
tory of tbe secret service. The ex
posures mads in tbe safe burglary
trial eonoernlng the bureau did not
reflect anything but odium opoo its
management When the man Whit-
ley was removed as thief of the de
partment, and the place turned over
to Wasbburne; it waa a sorry day
for tbe rogses of the oountry.

. A COl'MTtarilTIRS MIST,

The ssotion ef oountry iaoluded
in the, mountainpus region, where
the three stales of Virginia, North
Carolina and Tennessee eome to-

gether, has been for many years tbe
headquarters of one ef the most
successful counterfeiters that this
oountry bas ever known. The mem
bers of this gang, h Ave mcl tided men
of respectable occupations, and so
long have these eouoterleilers been
allowed to earry on their calling
with unanimity that they have all
amassed wealth. There is not one
of the gang but wbat is a landed
proprietor.: Jaok Mullen, tbe chief
of tb ooanterfeiters, owns 7,000
acres of rich land In Virginia. Tbe
secret servioe of the United States
has been after these men for tbe last
eight years, but bas never been sue
csssful In making any arrests. Jack
Mullen, wbe was a rebel bushwhack
er during tbe war, bas been actively
engaged in counterfeiting ever since
the war has been closed. He is a
notorious desperado, and tbe seoret
service had to take extraordinary
Dreoautions in order to arrest bim.
If he bad once got wind of an arrest,
a flight into some mountain rooks
would have placed it out ot tbe
reach of any one's power lo secure
bim. i

' W0RKIN0. UP TBI OASS.

A special ageat by the name of
Uunard, west down into W ise ooun
tv, Va., and played the role of ooun
terfeiter. He lived with the gang
three months before be learned tbe
names and residences of all the
members.. This was a peculiarly
delicate ana dangerous bit or work
to do. If his real character had for
one moment beoome known, then bis
life would not have been worth
rush. ' Cunard reported from time
lo time to tbe borne office, until last
week, wben be concluded it was
time for a raid to be made.

Great, caution bad therefore to be
expressed. Tbe door was tried and,
strange to ssy, was found to be un-

locked. The counterfeiter had grown
oareless from bis long immunity. As
soon as the door waa opened a obarge
was made through the room to a
rear bedroom where Mullen was
nabbed In bed. ' However, taken all
asleep as he waa, be proved for a
moment or so sll tbe deputies cared
to look alter. He wrenched himself
from his captors, seising a heavy
ohain be stretched out one deputy
nearly lifeless, aud had not a blow
from behind bim stopped his deadly
work, would have quickly placed tbe
whole roomfull at a disadvantage.
He was knocked dowo. but nothing
snon or me irons would quiet bim.
Ever sinoe hie arrest he baa been
moody and sullen. He only watches
his ohanoe to esospe or kill some of
bis eapters. The secret ssrvioe men
all ssy they never knew such an
ugly, revengeful devil, and thank
tbeir fortunate stars that they got
bold of him before be got to bis arms.
