Tho door
was not barred only locked, tho officers
having every confidcnco in tho safo,
which was of tho mest substantial char-
acter. Tho door of safo was socured bv
a combination lock, of tho most ap-
proved pattern. Tho burglar, however,
was an adept in the business, and had a
key tho exact counterpart of trio ono
which unlocked the safe. This koy was
broken in tho attempt to unlock the
safo or after it was unlocked nnd in the
ttempt to withdraw it and one half of it

in the operture. Thcro wcro also signs
that a wrench had boon used, but there
wero no otiicr signs ot violence to bo
liscovercd. The presumption is that it
was robbed on Saturday night, several
persons having noticeiLthat tho door of
these offices was open on Sunday morn
ing. It was discovered yesterday morn
ing by the negro whoso business it was
to sttccp out and put tho offico in order
every morning.
