LETTER FROM FLORIDA,
Woonsrook Mives, Fra., Dee, 14, 1867,

Friexp Bowsan: I have long felt
it o duty I owe to you, to my good
friends the citizena of old Holt, and to
myself, to write something for the SEn-
TINEL. DBuat what to write, and what to
write about, are queries that aro in no-
wise easily answered for me. Writing
requires an exertion of powers that, with
me, have been but little exercised of
lato. The grave question of ways and
means bas been the sll absorbing one
in our household, and to attempt to
bring into play, after years of inactivity
faculties requisite to the writing of an
article for the public eye, is an under-
taking most repugnant to ons of my
lethargic habits. 1 can sssure you that
neither the climate or mssociations of
this part of Florida are culculated to
make one very smbitious of literary
fame.  In truth, I believe il cne were
to suffer himself to be acted upon by
the influences of climate here, he would
woon become oblivieus of all surround-
iug objects, and forget that there wus
any part of the mun about him. Such
hus Leen the effect upon me at times
when .iisposed to give up to the debili-
tsting ivflucuces uf the hent,  For this
reason I Lave been very wuch astonish-
ed at the interest munilested by Flori-
dinus in the political situation,  They
exbibit wn interest that epeaks well for
the futarity of the Stute. The questions
that are now being agitated Fur their
beuefit, sud the Scutheru people gener-
slly, and the negro purticularly, have
caused s stir among the dry bones, and
awakened the sleepy heads. They be-
gin to see that they are to be recon-
structed on some busis, aud now, sll too
late, after the duy of grace hus long
paseed, they clamor for a compromise
of the issue forced upon them by Con-
gress, Equality before the law, for all
citizens, or military laws, aud military
oppreesion, ie their future.  Equality
any way, snd they are desirous of avert-
ing some of the dire calamities, they
plaioly foresee must fall upon some of
their cherished nctions und some of their
political leaders.
