Yolt doubtless have hoard of the de--
tulso of Onirics Dickens: Hint I'll net of
Novelists; the great delineator of peo
ple. .No man has ever lived who has
to thoroughly gained admittance lo tlie
hearts mid households of tho people of
this land, ns Charles Dickens. Thor
oughly democratic In his productions,
he wai the Urst man, I might siiy, who
Introduced Into his nuvvls as character?
entirely the poor, tho vile uud the un-

fortunate. It Is true that Walter Scott
Introduced Into his novels n few char-
acters, icprtsentiitlci of tho lower
classes, but tn general his comdttuctiuy
wns lar dlllereiit from that of Charles
Dickens, being related almost exclusive
ly to tho nohlllty.

Hut has Charles Dickens In his novels
fellowcd tho course choneu by other
writers r No, His dilution as a novelUt,
so gloriously fiillllled, seems to have
been tn lay bare to the world, the suf-
ferings, the privations and the eccent
ricities of the lower class. Who I' my
readers hnvo not perused his novel"?
have not laughed nt some particularly
tunny character? mid, no matter hn'v
ridiculous Its portrayal, could not apply
tho description to soma neiiinliitnuec?
l list is tho chief bcaiitv ol his novels:
his nctorx, though most ludlcious, at
times nro novcr lorced ! thoy ore almost
real and can bo mot with overy duy nml
nt overy turn.

Ho not only wroto about tho common
pcoplo but ho wroto or the common
people. Slnco the production of his
works light has been let Into all the
dark rookorlcs of low life In Loudon
In fact, lu tho whole land wherever his
works have been rend. He has led a
vast army of readers through the dens
of infamy, nnd nllowcd them no rest un-

til they carried relief. Since his novels
'have been so gcueinlly rend, there have
been less persecutions In England of the
poor nnd inoro reforms for their benefit,
than an army of philanthropist could
have accomplished. He worked

In behalf of tho poor, nnd no
voice Inn attained tho potency allowed
to Ids.

Hut ho has gono hence nnd what a
family of creations he has left ! Up and
down ths world they troop, representa-
tives of every variety nf the human race.
