A LAND LOCOMOTIVE.

Another Extraordinary Machine
In Chicago.

(From the Chicago Times .

From time to limes the Times has
urged upon the inventors the necessity of
tirouucinir. lor mo level wains or llie
Northwest, aland locomotive, or trac
tion engine Whether or not the reit-
erated demands of the Times had any-
thing to do with it wo do not know ; but
on Friday, a machine of the prcclao char-
acter which we havo so often declared
to be a necessity made Its appearance on
our streets. Tho Inventor and builder
is Mr. Lake, a gentleman well known to
Chlcaeo from his mltrlnal connection
with tho Westsldo Hallway ; and, later
aa the contractor and builder of tho
WaahlngtOD-atrce- t tunnel.

Tho vehicle which mado Its way along
the streets of tho Westsldo on Friday
and Saturday Is unlike any traction en-

gine over befor built. It is a locomotive
vehicle, a portable engine, and a

all In nnc. Thla combination
Is entirely novel, but this Is not all that
is new about It. Mr. Lako has discover-
ed and used a principle In the applica-
tion of power that ha never before been
employed. This principle Is ono which
admits of tho production of extraordi-
nary powor almost directly to the driving--

wheel.

In the ordinary locomotive, the steam
from tho cylinder acts upon the piston
and Is communicated directly to the
crank of tho driving-wheel- in Mr.
Lako's machine, when desirable, the mo-
tion can first be communicated to the
balance-wheel- When theso wheels have
reached a very high rate of speed, the
power can bo communicated by a
"clutch" to tho driving-wheel- The
communication can bo mado gradually
or rapidly as may bo thought desirable

Any ono can seo tho benefit of this
style of communication. Supposo tho
vclilcio in a placo wliero it requires ex
tra force to start it. Dy applying tho
power at once, no movement Is effected ;

but by storing It up In the balance-wheel- s

and than communicating it to
the driver, ono gets almost precisely tho
samo benefit that he would by Kettlna.
say, a heavy wagon under rapid motion
just before running it up an Incline.

ll a man lias to pass over a depression
In the road with n hcnvlly-loade- d truck
It is easily seen that if he is under rapid
headway he will pass through it with
less difficulty than ho would if lie
should attempt to pull his load out of
tho hollow where Ills wagon had been
standing. A person nbout to leap over
somo obstacle aids his final Jump by a
short run. The locomotive cngincor
about to ascend a allllcuii gratio rustics
at it after having accumulated a surplus
rorce lu a liign motion.

It is nrcctsclv this well known nilncl
plo In mechanics which-M- r. Lake has
employed in hla cuuinc.

Ho haa another novelty. The machine
has two seta of driving wheels, ono of
which is considerably smaller than the
other. II y a elmplo use of tho screw,
either set can bo raised, leaving tho
oilier on tho ground. Tho power can bo
applied at will to cither. The object of
incso two sets is, or course, to obtain
cither greater power or speed, as may
be desired. In hauling heavy loads, tho
small wheels will be used, and In excur-
sions, where thcro la no great wolght to
bo hauled, rapidly is secured tho employ-
ment of tho largo drivers.

A pump and air cbnnbor furnishes a
complete apparatus OTr throwing water;
while a tho transfer
of powor to a thrashing machlno or any
other artlclo ofijfie kind.

Tho englnej'T a very hnndsomo ono.
It weighs aWut thrco' tons, and moves
without dlculty, and guides as easily
as a well, gained hone.

Tho Wis t ruction of this machlno will
open 'Jp, wobcllovo, a new and .impor-
tant era In locomotion. A heavy ma-
chlno, llko tho ono referred to, will haul
heavy loads, act as a fire steamer, and do
duty as a portablo engine Snialleronea
can be constructed, whoso weight will
not exceed half a ton, which can bo used
for passeugor travel, or the lighter busi-
ness connected with tho transfer of goods
ina largo city. Wo sco no reason why such
a machlno In Chicago cannot bo made to
tako tho placo of the truck, of horses on
the atrcol cars, of the emaciated ateoda
which drag tho heavy omnibuses, and
of the light pieasuro vehleloa which dash
up nnd down our avenues. If the ma-
chlno on the atreeta yeatcrday doos not
hello every indication, Chicago will
speedily inltlato a class of vehicles that
will rovolutlonlzo the system of land
transportation outside of tho linos of
steam railways,

"Moreover, while tho youth of both
scxcb should meet In tho most social
maimer, It Is nbsolutoly liidlspcnsnblo
that this shall be tlouo In cheaper modes
than the opera, tho fashionable, costly
party, or tlio giddy ball. All tho tend-
encies of fashionable city lifo nre against
tuo marriago oi ciuier sox. i nugiri is
made too expensive and indolent. Sho
is taught to demand income, equipage,
jewelry, rcsldcacc, presents, balls, trave-
ling tours, etc., and sho marries them
or nothing, even though In doing so alio
ncccpts ngc, decrepitude, impotency,
mediocrity, or dry bones, and throws
awny love, youth, health, manhood, and
ambition. Marriago will bo universal
In proportion as ll is cheap, and scarce
as it is dear. Young women can pro-unt- o

nmrrlngc by receiving tho visits
of all young gun tlciuou of their acquaint

ing to tho opera, if they go at ail, with
out a carriage, or even n aicrcmypcu
opera cloak and bonuot; by wearing no
more Jewelry tliHii thoy hnvo earned by
their own work and paid fur, anil by
showlni! in their conversation that they
possess senso enough to bo fit to accept n
station lu which they aro suro to he
housekeepers, and may hecomo mothers.

THE PltKSlDKNT AND MISSOURI.
President Grant saved Mississippi

and Texas to tho country by deciding In
favor'of the regular Republican nomin-
ations. Hut for this bold and tiiuclt ac
tion, Alcorn would not have been elect
ed Governor In tho ono nor Davis In tho
other. Jtiit for him we should not havo
four rcllalilo Scnntorsln Congress, and a
majority of Representatives in tho hutiso
from these two States.

AFFAIRS 15' FRANCE.
Tho nrcsont stato nf a (lairs in Franco

docs not look moro promising than it
did Just after tho battlo of Sedau, when
tho rrussliuia wore at tho climax or ono
of tho most rapid and dcci'lvo military
campaigns on record. Franco has not
mado ouo movo yet to indlcato tint she
can organlzo eulllclont forces tn drlvo
tho Prussians from her soil. Paris ia
besieged, nnd may soon follow the fatn
that Iia6 overtaken St ratburg, Solssons,
Toul, Orleans nnd then, If wo may be-

lieve tho wnr-llk- o talk of French Repub-
licans, the war will be only fairly begun;
Tho departments- will rise, will rush to
arms and overwhelm the Prussians witli
defeat. This Is n roscwatcr vlow of tho
case, but it will make poor headway
against Prussian tactics, Strasburg and
tlio other places mentioned, have held
out wall, but their bravery lias availed
them nothing, unless it be to admonish
tho Prussians of what thoy must expect
at Paris. Deeper degradation appears
to ho In store for France, and thla may
so opornto upon tho pride of her pooplo
aa to rouse them to that dogged stub-
bornness and desperation which alone,
on tho falluro of diplomacy, con savo her
from dismemberment.

Dut whllo Prussia is moving nn to vic-
tory and the aggrandizement of her ter-
ritory and her power, there Is ftuolhcf
nation that is watching tho progress of
tho game, and waiting for an opportuni-
ty to carry out its plana of national ag-
grandizement. Russia has not forgotten
tho Crimean war. Sho awaits sleepless-l- y

an opportunity to nvengo tho humili-
ation of that struggle, and to carry out
tho traditional policy of the Czars, who,
from Potor tko Great downward, have
Impressed upon tho Russian pcoplo the
policy of territorial extension to tho
cast and to tho south. Now sooma to be
a favorablo moinont for carrying for-
ward her project of extending hor can-que- st

eastward, and of seizing upon
Turkoy. Sho may not yet cntor upon
tho hazardous camo. but tho nrescnt ac- -
tiro mobilization of hor Immonae arm-
ies points to tho possibility of--a gigan-
tic war movement, nnd we seo no other
direction in which, at present, It is llko-l- y

to tend.

Tlio Massncliusetta Chinese.

Is coming over the Chinamen who are
making shoos in Massachusetts. They
aro becoming In some moasiire Ameri-
canized by daily association with Amer
icans, and are discarding aomo or llioir
Chlueao customs, dress, and manners.
nnd adopting thoso of civilization. One
of them astonished the village of North
Adams tno oilier day uy appearing in
street In full costume of our day front
head to foot. These faets show that the
Chinese are susceptible or transforma-
tion Into Clilnese-Amarlcan- a. If thla
be so, thoy will soon learn the folly of
working for wages ao much less than
tliosa given to American workmen. And
aa toon aa thoae who live hero havo be
come familiar wltn tne augnsu lan-
guage, thoy will ruake It more difficult
for capitalists to retain the services of
those who aro wlioly Ignorant of Eng.
llsh. If tho Chinese can be ao far, Amer-
icanized as to adopt our inaunera aud
customs, they will soon cease to work
at their old homo rates, and a natural
law will regulato the vexed question of
wagea.
