nesses, somowhnt lUltcrlns to Immunity,
because, proving thorn to bo simply men,
nnil riot dcml-gods- . .Tlius, Sir wallor
Ilalclgh, In hU best days, was n consum
matoDnndy, und it Is said nppcarod nt
court with six thousand dollars' worth of
diamonds In his shoes, whlio his sword
lillt und baldric were studded with pre-
cious stones of great vnluo. Ilruycro,
whoso written lines were all aglow with
poetry and wit, was coarso, heavy, nnd
vulgarly stupid in society, and, as a con-
temporary declares, was In conscquonce
tho subject of many a practical joke.
Next there occurs to us tho great philoso-
pher, Descartes, who had n perfect pas-
sion for wigs, not unllko Sir Richard
Btccle, who would sometimes spend forty
guineas on a black pcruko, Uorneille, tho
French Shakspearc, spoko in langmigo to
ungratnmatlcai as to mortiry his friends
constantly, whllo his conversation was tho
acmo of stupidity. What wassald of Des-
cartes might npply alto to him, viz. : that
ho had received his Intellectual wealth
from nature In solid bars, not In current
coin. Who ever thinks of Goldsmith
without calling up that Irrepressible
poach-colorc- d coat ? It is as immortal as
its mastor, and one never forgets tho Ger-
man fluto that fed aud lodged the Itinerant
in his wanderings over half of Kurope.
Yet tho man who wrote "Tho Deserted
Vlllttgo," "Citizen of tho World," etc.," couldn't talk," it was said, "any mora
than it parrot."

Accordlug to Johnson. Popo had such
a high opinion of himself as to think ho
was ono of tho pivots of tho system of
tho world; tho little, deformed satirist
was prido pcrsonilled, Vanity builds Us
nest and hatches Its brood in high places.

Tho second Convention met In Chicago,
May 1(1, 1800. It assembled lu tho midst
of an unparalleled national excitement,
when tho hostilities had culminated, nud
tlio war cloud wns about to break, Under
tho intense cnthttslnsui which centered
here, was n preternatural calmness of ex-

pression that indicated deliberation and
a firm purpose to go forwnrd for freedom
and for union. Tlio platform was a model
of serenity nnd conciliation. For tho
Presidential candidate. William II. Sew
aril led on tho first two ballots, and on
tlio tltlril Abraham Lincoln was nomi-
nated, Ilatilbal Hamlin being added to
the ticket on Ihc next ballot. Victory
followed.

2t Charleston, and Douglas and
Urccklnrldgti both claimed the "regular"
vote". iJrerKcnrit.Jccnrrica every ooutn-e-

State, Hell, however, receiving n fow
votes. Lluroln carried every Northern
State, except Now Jersey, whoso voto lie
divided with Douglas.

Tho third Convention met nt
Baltimore, Juno 7, 1804. Lincoln was
nominated for securing
nil the votes except tlioso of Missouri,
which wero cast for General Grant. Tho
platform was emphatic for the Union, and
It was easy enough to elect its candidates
against a timid soldier on n reactionary
platform. Tho party received the whole
votcofuvery Stnte that participated ex-

cept New Jersey, Kentucky ond Dela-
ware.

Tho fourth Convention was held In this
city, .May 21, 18G8. The war had been
successfully closed. The rebellion had
been suppressed. The nutlonnl honor and
Its tcrritnriitl integrity hail been main-
tained. All this contributed to tlio pres-
tige of tlio Republican party, nnd made
lis next campaign, on the issuo of recon-
struction, little less than nn ovation
Grunt was unanimously nominntcd on tha
first ballot ; Colfax on the third. They
lecelvcd tho votes of all tho States ex-

cepting New York, New Jcrtcy, Dela-
ware, Maryland, Kentucky, Georgia,
Louisiana and Oregon. Virginia, Texas
rtutl Mississippi did not hold elections.

Tho .Vow Postal Linr.

Tirn new law lustnasscd makes somo in
teresting changes in existing postal regu-
lations. Tho most Important Is tho nu-'- "

thorlzntlon of one cent postal cards for
correspondence or printed clrcnlnrs simi-
lar to tlioso which wcro Introduced In
Great Ilrltnln nearly two years ugo, nnd
aro now in use In nearly all European
countries. Tho IIouso provided In tho
bill for cards with a pnper flan to cover
and concenl tlio writing. The Scnnto
changed this to an open card. In confer-
ence commltteo tlio stylo of tho card wan
left to the discretion of tho Postmaster
General, who prefers tho open card, nnd
will order that kind only to bo manufac-
tured. The faco of tho card will bear n
one-cen- t stamp, nnd will bo' provided
with lines for tbo address, ond tho back
will bo ruled for tho letter. Tho price of
tho card find stamp will bo only ono cent.
It will probably ho three or four weeks
before they will be ready for sale, as the
plates for printing luivo yet to bo

Tlio postage on circulars, news-
papers, nnd other transient printed mat-
ter, which, under tlio old law", waa two
cents for every fonr ounces or less, is now-on-

cent for two ounces or less. Small
circulars, which formerly cost two conts
to mall, can now bo sent fnr ono cenf, an
Important reduction to business men who
use tho malls largely to advcrtlso their
business. Tho cbango is now in force,
tho law being Immediate In its cITivtsr
but tlio First Assistant Postninstcr-Gcn- - .

tion of tho law until it can bo promul-
gated to postmasters throughout the
country.
