road, at a dollar w day. Tt linposes o
fine of 85 on a man who refuses o nes
pept of the office of Overscer, and Ques
him 810 for failing to put up fnger-
boards or sign-boards ut every fork or
cross road In his district. It nlso fnes
the rowd lnborer $2 for cach day that
Be does pot give satlsfuctlon to e
Rond Overseer.

We have given frequently detalled
directions for risleing corn fodder—al
wn&:mwln‘ﬂhdr 1ls or furrows, the
Intter bel e best, allowing more
breadth fo¥ the rows. An inguirer
onks what time Iy shonld be sown? We
angwer, any time In  the Northern
States befween the middle of May wmil
the middle of July., Those who use it
for anrly xoiling may sow it ns enrly
nf the woenther aml soli will allow,
eurly In May, and if small early com
It sown quite thickly, say three bush-
¢ls o the acre, It will give a heavy
etop of fine foddor on goold ground by
the time of common whont hirvest,
Bt it is intended only for sutumn soil-
ing or for fodder, it need pot be sown
earlier than the middle of June, and o
Inrger variety of corn will do better,
But never sow Jess than two or two
and a half bushols to the nere.

If the groumd Is poor, the crop will
bo greatly Incrensed by manuring.
Coarse munure may bhe tuad to good
advantage on corn fodder, Plow two
horse furrows abont three feel npart,
flll them half full of manure by throw-
Ing with s fork from the eart or wagon,
then strew the corn along from a half’
bushel basket on the left arm, nt the
rate of abont three bushels per acre,
and then hurrow the whole lengthwiso
with the furrows, The harrow will
break up the manure and mix it with
the soll, and the seed will be mised
with both—it may be seattercd some,
but more Yodder will grow on n wide
thun on a narrow Mrrow, and if o few
graing are left nncovered, there will be
enough for a good erop.  If the owner
happenis to have a kmoothing harrow,
he may harrow the whole surfuce bes
fore the corn is np, and two or three
thinea afterwards; and this operation,
together with the shading of the crop,
will leave the sarface s clean and
smooth as a floor after the crop is hine-
vestod,

It shonld not be overlooked by (ifhse
not fumiline with this mode of rising
foddor, that two or three times g
much dry fodder may thus he obtained
from land as from good meadow ; that
enttle will ent the whole, stalks anil
nll; und that the stallks will bhe sure to
heat nndl spoll with the novice the first
year—therefore begin moderately.

The Great Earthguake al dw-
tioch, in Syria.

The London 'l‘d-ryra;irh publishes 4
private letter from Antioch, giving in.
teresting purtivulars of the groat cartlh-
quake which odeurred nt Antloch on
the S0t of April,  Two-thivds of the
honses in the town were utterly eulned,
Ineluding the most ancient nod dugalile
wblie buildings, and the remaining
10088 wore «o grreatly damaged that
there I8 no possibility of ocenpying
them, The Inhabltants wre o great
misery, and ave living o tonts ontside
of town, and are In deesp grief on ne-
count of the loss of relatives and prop-
orty,

Tho sacrifice of life was very groat,
1,600 Mobwmedans and 200 Christians
and Jews being reported missdng. Closs
to Antioch is isle Jundanin, where ull the
honses, numbering about o thousind
wre rained.
