This custom still existed thirty or
forty ywirs ago. In somo towns tho

loar. At Luebcck it was in tho sliapo of
an oval dish, and In other places in that of
a woumn putting out her tongiio. Such
stones were usually heavy; according to

In splto of the, boasted enlightenment of
tho nineteenth century, and 111 tlio face of
tho signal advance of medical science, the
numucroi superstitious remedies now in
uso among tho common people, especially
In Kngland, Is surprisingly great;.

This Is a charm for tho euro of the
agtio ; It Is to bo written on n piece of pa
per, reau solemnly, uic paper uicniomcil
knotted, and never thereafter opened.

"When Jesus saw yo cross, whereon
Ills body should bo crucified. Ills body
shook, and yo .Tews akcd Him had Ho
mo Aguor 110 answered and said:' Whosoever keencth tills In mind or wri
ting shall not bu troubled with tho Fever
or Ague.' so Lord help Thy servant trust-
ing hi Thee."

This, however, calls for un exercise of
faith, with very llttlo work. Another
remedy for the same Is more tauglble, If
iiotoiuic.so picasant to uio paiate. it is
nothing more or less than to tako n spi-
der, tho larger tho better, envelop It with
acontlng of dough or preserved fruit, nnd
then swallow tho bolus. Its vlrtu'o Is said
to bo so great that the inhabitants' of tho
Kmcrald Isloare credited with Its uso at
tho present day ; as also of the following,
which Is said to bo qulloas certain lulls
effects nnd It no doubt Is to tho Insect,
whlcli is put into a bottle, that Is then
corked tight and bulled. As the Insect
dies, the dlseaio will leave tho patient,
who will soon entirely recover.

Such a remedy Is certainly prcfeiablo
to tho ono preceding It, or to eating n
largo slice of bread, on whlcli caudlo-snuf- l'

has been spread with butterand molasses.
a popular prescription In somo parts of
Kngland, nnd which Is mado more effect-
ive If tho patient washes thd morsels down
with water from tlio nearest churclrfont.

For bleeding nt tho nose, a load is to bu
killed, and carried in u hag suspended
from tho patient's neck. Tho length of
tlmo for which this Is to bo worn Is not
stated, but tho remedy Is ono which,
"with variations," Sir ICcnclm Dlgby
recommends for many ailments.

In tho Orkney Islands, when any ono Is
attacked with hemorrhage, or bleeding nt
uio noc, uio nearest oiu crone is sent ior,
who slowly mutters over tho sufferer:
