cant vlllagetfvelvo miles from Zwickau.
Tho process Ir preparing and baking tho
clay la slow, dllllcult. and -- complicated.
Tho mixture, ocJIscult, Is culnnosed prin-
cipally of kaoJb and ground feldspar.
The materialslire, reduced ifl very lino
powder, ani'tlrrj U together with water
In cisternal tho Jiirplus water being
Ercs8cd .tt through linen bags, separated

tho aiscult Is of tho consistency of dough,
it is thoroughly worl. Id over by beating,
kneading, aud treadle, and is then put
nway moist for a year.V nioro to undcrgq
tho molding process, Illicit Increases Its
plasticity.

A New Sourco of Potash.

Ox perusing tho following nrtlelc, from
the Quarterly Jlcview, western farmers will
seo tlie great advantage of saving tho wa-
ters of wool for application
to their land :

Sheen draw from tho land on which
thev graze, aconsldcrablenuantltyof pot
ash, much of which is ultimately secreted
from tho skin with tho swent. it was
pointed out by Chevreuel, that this pecu-
liar notnsh compound I "sulnt") forms no
less than eno-thlr- of tho weight of raw
merino wool : while of ordinary wool It
constitutes nbotit llftecn per cent, of the
wcignt ot tno ircsn necce. as tiwsuint"
may bo extracted by niero Immersion In
cold water, It Is easy for wool manufac
turers to prouueo moro or less concen-
trated solutions from which tho potash
may bo recovered by appropriate treat-
ment. Tho development of tho new In-

dustry Is principally duo toMM.Mnumc-n- o

and Hogclct, and their process Is prob
ably In operation nt most of tho great
peats of tho wool manufacture In France.
Tho plan adopted by theso gentlemen Is
a very simple one. xney cvaporato the
solutions, wiucn nro sent to tnem, until n
norfoctlv drv nnd somowhat charred resi
due has' been obtained. This Is placed in
retorts and distilled, very much in the
samo manner that coal is distilled at gas
works: and tho result Is. thut while much

Is evolved which can bo used fur
tho factory, and much ammo-

nia is expelled which can bo collected and
utilized in manv wwvs. there remains a
residue which chiefly consists of carbon
ate, sulphate, and cfilorldo of potassium.
These tnrco taits nro scparatcu uy tno
usual method, nnd then paw into com-
merce. Curiously enough, they are re-
markably free from sodn. The wool
manufacturers of Itlielms, Elbccuf and
Foiirmles annually wash tho fleeces of
0,7iV),000 sheep; and the amount of pot
ash reckoned as camomile, which tneso
fleeces would yield, If all subjected to the
new procor, represents a value of $10,- -
000. lint MM. Maumeno and Ilogelct cal-
culate that there aro seven times as many
sheen in France as aro Included In tlie
abovo estimate; and this will enable, 113 to
Judgo of tho enormous loss In potasslc
constituents which the soil of agricultural
districts have to suffer.

Wo know that King Solomon had
the rendezvous of his lorelcn navv. tho
ships of Tarshish, In thelted sen, and that
his Phcnlcian ally, Hiram of Tyre, "sent
in tho navy his servants, shlnmen that had
knowledge of the BearwHh tho'servants of
toiomon," anu mat tney brought, bacK
from Ophlr, not only gold, in abundance,
but "great plenty of nlmtig-trcc- s and pre
cious stones, aiso suvcr, ivory, apes mm
peacocks." Much the samo sort of traffic
comes down frpm that region nw especi-
ally If the ancient nlmug tree may bo tho
ebony, the precious atones, diamonds,
and tno peacocks may bo extended to in-

clude ostrich feathers and parrots.
Tho speediest connbetlon between tho

United States nnd 1'ort Natal on that coast
nt the present tlmo is via Suez canal and
Aden on the Itcd sen. According to
Herodotus, Pharaoh Necho, king of
Egypt, nbout 200 yenrs after Solomon,
having built the original of the present
Suez canal, clrcuninavlgitted Africa, and
probably long beforo this, the Phentclans,
most renowned mariners of the olden
times, had knowledge of this African coast.
It corresponds, too, with the long voynge
fo Ophir and back, that it should bo In n
land distant as this, for "onco In threo
years came the navy of Tarshish," accord-
ing to the books ol tho Kings.

So whllo Arabia and India and Spain.
nnd even Peru, have been rival claimants
lor lucntiticatlon with the land of Uphlr,
the probabilities multiply that It was this
fnble-lnn-d between the Zambezi and' Lim-
popo rivers in Africa. At any rate, if
thero Is gold there now, It will soon bo
found, overhauled, nnd put Into circula-
tion, nnd with It probably somo cqtllly
valuable additions to tho world's knowl
edge of Itself nnd Its history. Snrinafield

Mild Plants Domesticated.

The Cabbage Is first cousin to cauli
flower, broceol', etc., and they all como
from tho wild cabbage of tho sea-coa-

It Is n marine plant, and loves salt nnd
salt water. Tlie wild cabbage Is n tall,
wavy, coarse plant, but the pods' nro now
gathered nnd eaten In the spring months
In somo parts of England. There Is no
plant which has produced by cultivation
n greater number of varieties than tho
cabbage. We can extend tho varieties
much further, but It Is suillclent for us to
consider the wldo rango between the little
red cabbago for pickling, and tho " mam-
moth," with n head so largo that It can
only tjo boiled In a largo caldron. In tho
cauliflower wo eat tho lleshy flower stalks
nnd undeveloped buds, which aro crowdid
together Into a compact mass. It wasa
favorite saying of tho great lexicographer,
Dr. Johnson. " Of all the flowers f tho
garden I llko tho cauliflower tho best," a
sentiment worthy of this learned epicure.
Tho numerous varieties of the cabbago
Illustrate In tho most striking manner the
changes which aro produced in pneeies by
cultivation, and the tiermuncnco of somo
varieties of races. They also glvo us In-

structive lessons in the economy of vege-
table life.

The Turnip comes from a wild plant
found by tho sides of rivers, ditches, nud
marshes. Like the cabbage, lb' has pro-
duced several varlotles, the result of long
cultivation. From tho wUd plant we have
tho little flat turnip anu tho httgo rata
baya. with all the varieties between. This
root Is now most widely cultivated ns food
for stock, nnd It has added much to tho
wealth of England.

Tho Parsnip Is also n reclaimed wild
plant, mid It Is dllllcult to say whether wo
aro Indebted to cultivation or Importation
for It; most probably tne latter, as It Is a
native of Ilrltaln. If tho wild plant Is cul-
tivated two or three years In rich gatdcu
soil, It acquires nil the desirable charac-
teristics ol thu best kinds; nnd If left to
itself In poor soil, It speedily goes back
into Its wild, degenerate condition. Pars-
nips nnnear to havo been verv early riv
claimed from a wild state, for Pliny tells
us that parsnips were cultivated on tho
banks of tho ifhluc, and were brought
from thenco to supply tho tables of tho
Jtoman emperors. Journal of Chemistry.
