Tlioi President nnd tho Salary Act.

Amo'nir tho resolutions adopted ,by the
Illinois Farmers' Convention, recently,
was oho censuring the President for not
vetoing tho bill containing tho provision
for the Incrcaso of salaries. As much has
been said about this, It maybe well to

tho matter a little. Tho salary
clause could not bo considered separately
by tho President, and If ho had declined
to give It his sanction, tho wholo Legisla-
tive Appropriation bill would hav6 fulled.
This bill provides tho pay for nil, tho
pfllccrs of tho Government nnd the con-
tingent expenses of all tho ofllccs'i Tho
legislative, Judicial and pxccutlvo
branches, with nil their thousand nttaches.
great and small, nro dependent on this bill
lor meir pay. iur, dcskio tnese, incro
wcro Incorporated In tho bill thrco other
Important provisions, all of which would
likewise havo failed had tho President
vetoed the measure. Ono was a provision
relating to tho disposition of captured nnd
abandoned property, n
and vexed question that was finally dis-
posed of by tho bill. Another was the
clauso, presented nnd advocated by the
Wilson Credit Mobllicr Committee, pro-
viding that suits shall bo brought to re-
cover all moneys of which tho Pacific
Hallway has been delraudcd by tho Credit
Mobllicr. A third was tho Senate amend
ment Instructing the Secretary or tne
I'reasurv to withhold all navments to the
Pnclflo Jlallway, on nccount of transpor
tation or mans nnu supplies, unui tno
Government shall bo reimbursed for tho
Interest It lias paid on the bonds of tho
roau.

If the President had vetoed thu bill, not
onlv would tho annronrlatlons for carry
ing on tho Government havo failed, but
mesa important measures niso. An
extra session of Congress would
havo been Inevitable, involving nn
exnenso nmountlnir to more than
tho salary Increase, nnd with tho ulti
mate result, probably, of tho
of the bill. These considerations wcro In
themselves sufficient to. cause tho Presi
dent to hesitate. But thero was another
of even moro weight. Tho Congress Is
composed of tho Immediate representatives
ox tno people, x or tno. rresiuent to

Tho salaries of other officers have
been doubled and trebled, whllo that of
the President has remained tho same. It
Is even now not tlio half of what is drawn
by high olllchls In Europo. nnd a great
country uku mis ougut not to do too nig-
gardly with Its chief executive. Beside,
the President's' salary was not retroactive:
there was no grab of, back pay in his case,
tho Incrcaso only anplylmr to tho future,

In view pf these nets, wc do not think
tho President's courso calls for censuro or
resolutions of condemnation, no matter
how much wo may wish that somo'power
had Intervened to nrcvnt so disgraceful a
consummation as i no passago oi tne retro
ncuvu salary clause. inier-vcea- n.
