How to Havo Early Strawberries.

When wo read in tho English papers a
statement like tlio following, wo uro apt
to think that these aro very costly luxu-
ries, and almost envy royalty tho nrlvl-leg- o

of enjoying them: "About 10,000
strawberries aro oiiuually forced in pots
in tuo gardens 01 samirmgnain imo
Prlnco of Wales' pnloco). Tlio usual
course with all the earlier batches Is to
start them In pots, plunged In warm
leaves ; they aro then placed on shelves
anvwhero nnd cvcryw'lioro that room can
bo found for them, and gathered In quan-
tity from tho middle of February till they
como In out of doors."

But after all It costs so llttlo to have
early strawberries that it is remarkablo
moro do not have them than generally do.
Of course, to have them very early It
would bo necessary to grow them n few
months In pots, and tako caro of them
much as Is described In tho extract-quoted- ;

but many persons might havo them
without this troublo by simply covering
the ground In which they grow with a few
hot-be- d sash. It Is remarkablo that coun-tr- v

frnrdons do not make moro uso of
glass frames for getting things earlier
than they do. Glass Is cheap, and tlio
unjtii fVnnies nro not very costly. Ono can
glazo for himself, and tho frames can bo
mado good enough for tho purpose on
any farm. They como Into uso In so many
ways that every farm garden ought to
havo n few of theso sashes on hand.

Paying Crops; '

It Is one of tho marvels of tho Old
World that farmers In America will go on
from year to. year producing unprotltoblo
crops crops which are absolutely eaten
up in transporting them such as corn,
oats, hoy, wheat, potatoes, Ac. when to-

bacco, Hvo stock and wool woilld pay so
much better. It la nulte true that wcro
all the farmers of tlio country to slid lenly
abandon tho cultivation of grain nlid veg-

etables, and go Into sheen keeping or to- -

uhcco growiug, wool anu tooacco wouiu
both bo and would becomo
a drug on tho market, and grain, forago
and vegetables would becomo exceedingly
dear. In Illinois, Iowa nnd Missouri thcro
nro farmers whose crop, year In and year
out, Is composed almost entirely of corn,
nnd, though corn is almost unsalable, they
still plant anout mc same quantity irom
year to year. If each farmer would grow
n few ncres of tobacco, a' few acres of
wheat, a good sized patch ot buckwheat,
keep a few stand of bees, raise a few tons
of choice hay, plant out n good orchard
and dry tho fruit for market, prodnoo to-
matoes, sweet corn, cucumbers, caull-llowc-

asparagus, cabbage, strawberries,
grapes, currants, blackberries, Ac, for
tho canning factories ; fat a fow hogs and
a few beeves and sheep each year on tho
corn he produces; clip a few hundred
pounds of wool; rn!o enough sorghum
to supply his own sweetening; produce
a few hundred bushels of sweet-potato-

ns well as Irish potatoes, ho would not
only havo an abundance of work of a di-

versified character for himself and all of
his children and women folks to do, but
ho would havo crops to sell that were
wanted and would pjyforproduclng, thus
keeping him plentifully supplied with
money and enabling him to set a much
better tablo for Ids household. Tho soil
of Connecticut has been closely cropped
for fifty years nnd more, nnd nothing can
bo produced from It except ot a high cost
for fertilizers. A Connecticut Ynnkeo
will fearlessly payout moro moneyfor
thn composts he nuts on his Httlo ten- -
aero tobacco Held than a Missouri farmer
realizes out of his cntiro corn crop. And
the Connecticut Ynnkeo makes tho outlay
pay splendidly. Ho produces a good deal
moro tobacco per aero than the best new
lands of Missouri grow, and obtains much
moro per pound lor nis prouuet. lie Han-
dles his tobacco superbly, whllo much of
tho tobacco grown in mis atato comes 10
market In wretched condition. It is a
curious fact that the farmer of Illinois or
Missouri must sell two bushels of rlpo
corn to get money enough to buy a can 01
sweet corn put up green and holding less
than one quart Away from Maine comes
tlin runs of sweet corn and ncas. tomatoes
and cauliflowers, asparagus and strawber-
ries, which And buyers In tho West by
tlinimnnila. nnd wldeh sell mora per pack--
ago of ono quart than our corn and pota-
toes bring by tho bushel .Think pt. tho
thousands ol Jars of pickles common
cucumber pickles shlpped'to this country
from England and France. Tho soil of
America Is capablo of producing tons of
cucumbers, tomatoes, asparagus, sweet
corn, choice peas, Ac, and our people iu
the West can put it up in cans qmto as
successfully as tho people of tho East can.

embark upon a moro diversified stylo ot
farming?
