Hy this measure the United Slates
Government grants to tho county ol
Holt, for school purposes, all that part
of the overflowed land bltuatcd In the
Missouri Bottom, commencing nslioit
dlatanco north of Forest City, and ex
tending to Wing lliidgo, known ni Uig
Slough, I.lttlo TarkcoLakc or Meander-
ing Lake a strip of submerged nmreliy
country, containing 3,300 acres, more
or less.

Divers prlvnto parties In this and
other states have for years been trying
to secure tho title to this tract
and nt ono tlmo it seemed as If Holt
county would looso it. lint it will bu
a matter congratulation to our pcoplo
that these private speculations havo all
como to naught. Hy tho nbovo act of
Congress the title is vested In Holt
county, and tho county will bo enabled
to drain off tho stagnant water, throw
tho land upon tho maiket, sell nt a good
llgnrc, and turn tho proceeds Into Un
common School Fund.

For tho consumatlon of this result wo
dcehc, In behalf of tho people of Holt,
to tcndei our thanks to tho Hon. I. C.
Parker, our representative In Congress
to whoso persovcilngnml Indcl'agctablo
labors tho success of this measure U
due. "We esteem It both a pleasure
and n privilege to accord this meed of
pmlso to blm.

shall also bu unlawful to catch, kill or
injuic, or pursue Willi such Intent, any
pinnated grouse, commonly calleil
prairie chicken, between tho first dm
of February and tho fifteenth day of
August ; ami u sunn aiso no uniawiiil
to catch, kill or Injure, or pursue with
such Intent, any rutl'ed grouse, com
inonly called pheasants, or partridge,
or unv (iiiall. sometimes called Virgin- -
la paitildge, between the flint day of
tetiriiarv and Hie urst uav ol Uetober:
und It shall also bo unlawful to catch,
Kill or injure, or pursiio with such
Intent, any woodcock, bctw'ecu the
tenth day of January and the first dav
ol' July; and It shall also bo unlawful
to catch, kill or Injure, or, pursiio with
such Intent, .nny turtle dove, some-lliqc- s

called mourning dove, or mead-
ow starling, commonly known as
meadow laik, between tho Hist d.v of
February and first day ot August. It
shall bo unlawful at any and all son
sons of the year, to lake, catch or VIII,
or attempt to take, catch or kill, by
ineans ol' any pailrhlgo nets or oilier
nets, or by traps, pens, pits or other
devices or the kind, nny pinnated
grouse, commonly called prairie chick-
en, or any quail, sometime called
Virginia paitildge, except upon his
own preiiilses, or with tho consent of
the owner of such premises.

Sr.c. 2. The foreglng section shall
not apply to any person who shall kill
any bird for the purpose of studying
Us habits or history, or having the
same stuffed or set up as a specimen,
or to any person who shall hill on his
own premises, any birds lu the act of
destroying fi nils or grapes. No person
shall destroy. dMuib or rob the nest
of any wild" bird whatever, excepting
those'or crows, black bird", blue Jays,
hawks, owls, eagles, and other birds of
prey.

Sr.c. !!. It shall be unlawful for any
person lo purchase, have In possesion
or cxpoc tor sale, any of the birds
or gamo mentioned In the preceding
section one lor tills act during tho
seaou when tho catching, kllllnir or
liilurlng the same, Is hereby prohibit-
ed. .

I. It shall bo unlawful for any
railroad company, express company,
steamboat company or other company,
or corporation or pilvate Individuals,
to have lu possession or receive for
transportation or carriage, or for any
other purpose whatsoever, any ot tho
birds or gamo mentioned in section ono
of thl net. during the season when Ihc
catching, killing or Injuilng tho same,
Is hereby prohibited.
