Wo alighted In front of tho Graham
Hotel, Francis Froytng, proprietor, and
round not only an excellent landlord
but very superior accommodations for
a country hotel. All wayfaring men
nnd women, who have occasion to pass
iiirougninis part or "Missouri domln
ion," should chalk out tho Graham
House as their place to stop over.

Tho busy throng of wagons on tho
streets, tho constant run of custom at
the stores, and tho humdrum of tho
mechanics at work In their shops, nil
went to show that Graham Is a town of
considerable commercial importance,
Being tho centre of a instsettllnir beau
tlful and extensive scopo of country, it
is thriving even withont a railroad
Tho productiveness of tho surrounding
soil is unsurpassed, nnd Tom Benton
was correct when forty years ago in
tho United States declared that tho
Platte Purchase, of which this Is part,
was a more fcrtllo country than Egypt
uau ever seen.

Tho high running location of the town
sltoof Graham, situated between tho
two rolling streams of tho Nodawav
and Elkhorn, afford cnouch dralnnco
lor an practical and sanitary ptirooses,
But last winter nnd this spring several
thousand head of Texas cattle and hogs
were icu in tho Immediate vicinity of
irabam. A largo number of them
uica or tho Texas fever. Tho
carcasses of these cattle and hogs wcro
permitted to Ho unburlcd near town,
creating a stench. At ono point there
lay 30 of these dead Texas brutes, nt
another 14 head of hogs, nnd nothing
was dono to cremate or bury out of
sight this hideous spectacle.

Tho consaquenco was. nulto a
number of people got sick and several
died.

The BUI at M'atted and
proved.

Be It enacted by the General Assembly or the
State or Missouri, M follow! I

Section, l. No dealer In drugs nnd
medicines shall, directly or Indirectly,
sell or glvo away any Intoxicating
liquors In any quantity less than one
gallon,' without taking out a license ns
u dramshop keeper, except for medl-cln- nl

purposes, upon tho written pre-
scription or ccrtlllcnto of a regularly
practicing physician of tho county In
which such dealer in drugs and medi-
cines may bo doing business ns such,
thnt such Intoxicating liquor is to bo
used for medicinal purposes; Provi-
ded, that such written prescription
shall bo required in each case of pur-
chase: ana provided further, that no
such Intoxicating liquors in any quan-
tities shall bo drunk upon the premises
where sold, unless tho scllershull take
out a dram-sho- p license. Any dealer
In drugs nnd medicines who shall
violate tho provisions of this section
shall be deemed and held guilty of a
misdemeanor, and, upon convlcton,
be punished by n flno of not less than
twenty nor more than two hundred
dollars, for tho uso ol tho county
school fund.

Sec. 2. Any physician or pretended
physician who shall glvo or issue any
prescription or certificate to any person
tor imoxicaiing liquors, in nny quantity
less than one gallon, to bo used other- -
wUo thin for medicinal purposes, shall
uo uccincd nnd held ouiity or a misue
mennor, and, upon conviction, shall he
punisueu ns proviueu in lite next pre

FonnsT Citv, May 1st, 1874.
Forest City Is a llvoly llttlo town of

about soven hundred Inhabitants. It is
situated in Holt county, on tho edgo of
a deep slough which onco constituted
tho bed of tho Missouri river. Tho town
was laid out In 18.07, nnd began steadi-
ly to Improve In the following year,
the channel of the treacherous Missou-
ri shifted to tho westward, leaving
Forest City olront two miles Inland
with the present deep slouch, as un
mistakable cvldcnco of her former
course, mo l.lltlo Tarkco, debouch
Ing nt this point, creates a current
through this slouch connecting It with
tho river, nnd neutralizing what mlcht
have proved tho unhcalthful results of
its presence.

Tho town languished durlne tho
period of tho rebellion, nnd indeed
until the year 18G9, when tho K. C, St.
