those who opposed me and thelr sym-
nthizers, that I fonnd some in whoin |
ad trusted as friends, and with whom
I had adviged, were enemnies in dis-
guise, belng friendly to my fuce, while
seoretly they were plotting to get mo
out of the school in order to secure for
themselves the position of Principal,
thus concealing nndor the gwrb of
frienddship the dagger with which they
wonld inflict a deeper wonnd than the
midnight assassin. In this extremity |
was informed that some of yon inem-
bers of the bonrd wounld resign If 1 did
not, and leave me too fight it alone.
Jnstioe to myselfl in this erisis demnnd
that 1 shall'resign, notwithstanding the
infury which the school will sustain in
nllowing the rebelllona apirit of n few
popils, alded by the prejndices of somo
onteiders, to rule both the Board and
