all specidl school districtd In cities)
towns and \lllages, orcaniked under
any special or gencrsl Jaw for school
purposes, in which the anuual school
mieting is nol held on gaid first Toes
day La April, in each year, it is hereby
made the duty of the board of ednea
tion of such district to cause such eclec
tion to be held in snch district on said
first Tuesday in April, 1875, and every
two years thereafter, nolice therefore
being siven ror at least ten days” Iy
printed or written hand-bills beingd
posted at not less than 5:x of the most
public places in sucli district or by no
tice . published for said length ol
thse  in all of the newspapers
regularly published i said distriet
AN returps of elections held nunder thisj
scction shall be made to the clerk ol
the connty court of each county, whos
duty it shall be to cast up said retnrns
and give to the person having the
greatest number of votes, a certificate
of election, for which he shall receivi
fity cents to be paid by the party re
eeiving the certificate.  Contested elec-
tions under this scetion, to be decided
by the connty conrt. Said county com
missioner of public schools shall bold
his office for two years, and until hisq
successor is elected and gralified, e
shall possess the qualifications of o
competent teacher of the public schools,
be a qualified voter of the connty, off
good moral character.
