Tha wreck of tho Schiller nnd the
fearful loss of life attending it have
created great excitement in New York.
Tho followiug description of the catas-
trophe will be read at this time with
great but melancholy interest:

THE SCILLY ISLANDS.

The Scilly Islands form a group
about thirty miles west-southwa-rd of
the Land's End, Cornwall, England.
They consist of about ono hundred and
forty islets and rocks. St. Agnes is
the southernmost of the group, and
St. Mary's, to which the survivers
have been taken, is the largest of the
islands. JIugh Town, the capital of tho
Scilly Islands, is upon St, Mary's, and
is the seat 6f government. Packets
mn regularly between St Mary'8 and
J'cnzance, ana it is inus inns. commu-
nication with the main land is, pre-

served. . . '
In BlaiktcoocTs Magazine for Angust,

1873. (American lcorlnt p. 208-9- ) the
following brief description is given of
them:

"The Scilly Isles lie comparatively
so low the hiffhest land in them not
exceeding two hundred feet that al-

though, when the distance is clear,
they may be always seen from the high
ground about the Land's End, they are
not visible when approached from the
East, nntil you are half way over.
Their first appcaiance is very Irregu-
lar. The easternmost viz. : St. Mary's
and St. Martin's, which happen also to
be the largest are of course the most
conspicuous; but as they arc separated
from cath other by a considerable
Sound, several others, and many rocks
are seen through them, and fill up the
back-rronn- d. it should be observed
that those only are considered islands
on whlcn tnero is any grcen-swar- u ;

tho rest arc rocks: and that of the
Isles, though they are forty in number,
only six arc Inhabited, ine rocus are
almost Innumerable, nnd often of the
most fantastic shapes ; and the whole
group, scattered as they are over many
miles of water in detached and Irregu-
lar shaDcs. form a complete archipela
go, resembling tho lagoons of Venice

one ot the line ot the inner Hebrides
which ono threads between the Caledo-
nian Canal and Oban. As one nears
St. Mary's Bryher nnd Sampson dis
close themselves on tho right, nnd, as
yon ronnd tho point nnd stand for the
harbor, St. Agnes, with its cunrcn, vil-
lage and beacon, opens out on the left
behind which again, but seven miles
further west, the Bishop's Rock Light-
house (a lofty and conspicuous object,
of late years contracted and recon-
structed on the dangerous reef of that
name, and Scilly, not any land, bnt a
rock, and yet giving the name of the
whole form, as it were, tho rearguard
of tho 'off' islands, on the extreme
west and north-we- st The wrecks off
these 'dogs' of Scilly, as they have
been well called, have been at all times
numerous and heartrending. The loss
of the steamer Thames on her passage
from Dublin to London, when only
four out of sixty-fiv-e Hvcrtr saved, and
of theDuro, with all hands, have been
the most conspicuous of late years;
bnt it Is well known that in 1707 Sir
Cloudesley Shovel's squadron rctnrning
from Toulon, with several distinguish-
ed personages on board, went to pieces
here on the "Gilstone" rock, with a
loss of 2,000 lives, including the admi
ral. There were miraculous escapes
in that catastrophe. Sir George Byng
in the Royal Anne was so near tne
"Trencmer" rock that he had it under
his main chains, and as the ship pass-
ed it knocked off the larboard quarter-ffaller- v.

The St. George, commanded
bv Lord Durslev. escaped as narrowly,
She strnck on the same rock with the
flair-shi-n: but tho very wave which
beat ont the lichts of the latter lilted
the St. Goonre from the rocks and set
ner afloat again.

Delay in tie Negotiations Willi the

sioux tnieis.

The A'atirc Princes Selecting
Quarters for Themselves.

Washington Correspondence of the Xew Tork

Washington, May 23. The indica
tions are that the negotiations with the
Sioux Indians here will extend over a
considerable period. Tho Indians, in
their councils, have decided that it is
necessary to have tho opposition fac
tion of the Sioux represented here,
which is now entirely without repre-
sentation. Accordingly a telegram
was sent y to the tribal officers at

shall
Immediately set out to Washington.
This chief is the sole remaining heredi
tary chief of the Sioux, and was depos-
ed by the council which elevated the
usurper Red Cloud. Young-Man- -
Afraid-or-liis-iiors- rcmaineu oeninu
because the Government agents refus
ed to allow him to bring on his own in-

terpreter. He wanted ono of the fa
mous Kichaud laraiiy. a descendant oi
the old French Canadian trapper fami-

ly that has so long been allied with the
Sioux. The Indian interpreters here
say that if

is brought on, whatever ho and
Red Cloud and Spotted Tail may agree
to is mnch more likely to be ratified
without delay, by both branches of the
tribe.

THE COMr-LArXT- OF THE INDIANS.
Some of the parties who find It diffi

cult to explain the manner in which ap
propriations made lor tlie nurcuase ot
food for the Sioux have been expended
arc entering a special plea, calculated
to befog the main issue, they say:

Those who, with Professor Marsh,
have been so enthusiastic in insisting
that the rights of the Indians, under
the treaties, shall be preserved and
better food supplied them, will be sur
prised to learn that under the treaties,
as regards lood, tne bionx inuians nave
no rights whatever. The fact is that
all the food which the government has
Iven the the Sioux Indians for the last

two years has been a gratuity, ine
sections or all tne treaties oetween me
government and the Sioux which pro-

vide that the government shall furnish
the Sioux a certain amount of food
eachjear, expired by limitation two
years aco. uy tne terms oi ino ircat- -
leg lrom mat uaiu mu xuuiuus mvc
provided themselves with food out of
their annuities and general fund, and
by agricultural pursuits. Yet last year
the government appropriated $1,200,-00- 0,

and this year has appropriated 81,--
100.000 for tood lor me oioux. anc
Indians, according to the terms of their
own contract, have no ngnt to demand
food of the government.

THE VISITING SIOUX CHIEFS.

This influence has come mostly from
the outside Interpreters who followed

THE lSLnlJVD OF CUBA'

The New York Express gives"the fol

lowing interesting and timely descrip-

tion of tho island about which so much
has lately been said :

Cuba, the most beautiful, largest and
most fertile of tho West India group, is
760 miles In length, with an average
breadth of little more than 40. with SO- .-
000 square miles, and both for Us soil
and salubrity is called the Queen of thu
Antilles, "the garden 01 tno west,
gorgeous with perpetual flowers and
brilliant with the plumage of innumer-
able birds ; beneath whose glowing sky
tho teeming earth yields easy and abun-
dant harvest to the toil of man, and
whoso capacious harbors invite the
commerce of the world.1' Columbus
called it "the most beautiful land that
ever eyes beheld." Tho history of the
Island has been one of trouble. It was
tho favorite resort of the old bucca-
neers, of tho English s, priva-
teers and filibusters from Mexico nnd
the United States. For half a century
it has known no tranquility. In 181- 2-

'20-'-25 and '29 as many risings took
place, and all were suppressed with
bloodshed. Jn isaa tne island passed
under tho infant Qncen Isabella tho
Second. Then came insurrections, and

most formidable one in 1836, and
another in 1844, aiming at the extirpa
tion of tho white population of the Is-

land. Victims were then shot in groups
or put to death under the horror ot the
iasn. Jn lSio came mo iiopcz cuoris
for emancipation. Lopez connected
himself with Cuba by marrying a Cu
ban lady with an estate upon tho is-

land. His plots were discovered, and
he fled to the United States. In 1850
he returned to Cuba with 600 men. In
1851 he again landed, and at first
achieved success, but was finally taken
prisoner and executed. In 1855 came
another, but without success. In 18G8

tho Insurrection began wnicu is sun
goingon. Up to 1817 tho government
of Spain was reflected in the colony.
Then came a change, and since then,
with short intervals, tho island has
been governed by absolutism, with a
captain-gener- as the fountain of all
rule. The resources of Cuba arc such
that, in spite of a vicious commercial
system, trade has always increased and
even now the aggregate valuo ol the su-

gar and coffee crops exceeds $75,000,000,
while before these troubles the exports
and imports amounted to over

annum.
Tho population of Cuba is 1,500,000,

of whom 700,000 are of European ex
traction, with n sixth of these lrom
Spaiu. Tho slave population forms
ono fourth of the whole. The present
revolt was raised by Ccspedes, a
wealthy planter in the eastern part of
the island. Independence was and is
aimed at. Tho present revolt was
started by 147 men, with 45 fowling-piece- s,

4 rifles, a few pistols and long
country knives. In three days the
army grew to 4,000, nnd in a month to
y.uuu. witn so many 01 tno native
population in arms against each other,
with Spain engaged in a revolution at
home, and with external and internal
troubles-enoug- h to appal any people. It
wonld seem physically impossible for
Spaiu long to maintain hei favorite
province, wc snail nnu, nowever, mat
mongntiui people win tninic twice oc-fo- re

desiring to annex a million and a
half of such people to our already
much-mixe- d population. Half a ccn- -
tnrv of revolution, misgovcrnraent and
debt arc not congenial acquisitions.

JUrs. Lincoln Insane.
Last week, at the request of Robert

Lincoln, son 61 the late president, Mrs.
Lincoln, his mother, was put on trial
before the Cook county (Illinois) court,
charged with being Insane. After a
short trial she was ordered to an Insane
asvlum at Batavia, 111. The jury con
sisted of some of the most intelligent
citizens of this city, and returned a
verdict after being out but a short
time: the evidence as to her insanity
being unquestionaoic. Her son nou
ert was the principal witness. He tes
titled that he did not regard it safe to
allow her to remain longer unrestrain
ed. She had long been a sonrce of
great anxiet v. He had had a man watch
ing her lor tno last mreo wceKS, wnoso
sole duty it had been to look after her
when she went on tno street, sue nau
no home, and did not visit his house
because of a misunderstanding with his
wife. She had always been kind to
him. Sho had been of unsonnd mind
since the death of her husband, and
had been Irresponsible for tho last ten
years. He regarded her as eccentric
and unmanageable. On the day sho
was sent to the asylum she attempted
to commit suicide; but me euortionun
ately proved abortive.

SPEECH BY BIS.VARCK.

Bismarckon tho occasion of tho pas
sage of the icccnt bill annulling a por
tion of tho constitution which favored
Roman Catholics, delivered a strong
speech, during which he said :

ARCHBISHOP OF CA.Y--

Thc pfoody and Sankey Re- -
vtvat.

London. May 25. Tho Archbishop
of Canterbury, writing to a Peer, says :

I have consulted witn my
brethren concerning the Moody move
ment Although 1 do not speaK in
their wav. I may say that consultation
has greatly strengthened ray views on
the subject, it is impossiuie not to
tike the deepest interest 1n a move-
ment which has been so wonderfully
successful iu drawing great masses of
persons to hear simpio addresses on
gosoel doctrines, ahoso clergymen
who havo held aloof have not done so
from a lack of Interest, but because, al-

though they havo rejoiced that truth
was being urged on people's con-
sciences, circumstances attended the
movement which thev were nnablo con
sistently to approve of. I confess that
my original objections still remain.
