Having seen several modes sugges-
ted tor destroying the grasshoppers
pext season while they are growing,
1 have concladed to make public a plan
of my own for doing this business.
have tried it to some extent, and have
found that I can exterminate all the
*hoppers that will be hatched ount on
my farm with bat very little labor and
at u trifling expense. Two years ago
the grasshoppers hatched ont on my
farm, and [ concluded I could get up
something to destroy them. I saw in
going through where they were thick
that every one hopped up about six
inches hign. I thereupon made n plat-
form to pass in under them as they
hopped up. [ took a 2x4 studding and
made three runners four feet Tong.
Then I took sixteen-loot boards and
nailed them on the runaers. 1 then
‘bad a platform five inches high. T
sided up the back side and both ends,
leaving it open in front. I thena hitched
a horse to each end runner, and went
for the ‘hoppers. In going one round
of cighty rods I had over two bushels
of hoppers. Now that I had canght
them I made a paddle similar to an oar
for 4 boat; I then went for them, bunt
I saw that was too much like mauling
raile, for they were so deep on the plat-
form that the heaviest lick would make
but very little impression on them.
Of late however, 1 have thonght ot a
way of killing the pests as theéy hop
into the platform, and now give it to
the public. Itis to have some pans
made, similar to bread pans. and place
them in the back side of the box or
plattorm, in rows; then fill them about
one inch deep with coal oil or take
coneentrated lye and weaken it with
water ; make it first strong emough to
kill them, Itis cheaper than coal oil
and just aseffectunl. The horses beinig
hitched at each end leaves no obstacle
in front, and they hop up just as it
comes up to them.

Now place a strainer over a barrel
and take up each pan alfter being filled
with 'hoppers, and strain them, and
you cau nse the same material again
for another raid. Two horses can pull
such a trap, made twenty feet long, by
using cunvas for the back side and
ends, as that would make it lighter.
In using canvas, bulld a frame three
feet high and tack it on.  Leave abont
& foot space from the paas to the front
edge of the platform, as they wonld
not have Lo jump so high to get into
them. By doing g0 they will make
two jumps, and be held. Now, I think
such & Irap might answer for some sec-
tion of land, as it gets over groand
very fast.

It may be urged that the Republi-
cans In electing Iayes and Wheeler
over a nnited South would also triumph
as a section. Ifthat were 8o in appear-
ance, they would represent the part of
the conntry which held the Union to-
oether, and which Is the seat of the
great commercial, industrial and finan-
clal interests of the nation. As it is
twice as far from Muaine to Calitornia
and from New Jersy to Oregon as it is
from YVirginin to Texas, #o the interests
of the North are tentold more varied
and comprehensive.than those of the
South.
