LATEST NEWS.
There has been very little change in

the status ot the presidential mmldio
sluco onr last issuo. Tlio returning
board of Louisiana commenced its la-

bors at New Orleans last Monday and
is now busily engaged in counting the
vote of that State. A committee irom
each political party is present and Is

watching the proceedings.
The Republicans arc represented by

Messrs. Tuttle, Garfield, Sherman, Hale
and Slonghton, and the Democrats by
Messrs. Trumbull, Pajmer, Bigler, G.

B. Smith, U. V. Julian and Watson.
In Florida, the Board of Canvassers

have not yet begnn their work; but
will nrobablv do so this week.

In South Carolina the Supreme Court
of that State have ordered the Canvass
ing Board to decide only on the vote of
congressmen and legislators. I ho

court was to have acted yesterday in
regard to the canvass lor electors. At
tho time of eoing to press we have not
received any information as to their
decision.

FORMER CLOSE ELECTIONS.
Tho closeness of the present Prcsl

dentlal election recalls to "mind previ-

ous elections wherein the vote of one
State intent have changed the result.

In 1706, when the State Legislatures
chose the electors, Adams had only a
majority of two over Jefferson, the vote
being 71 to 69. In 1812 President Mao
ison was chosen over Do Witt Clinton
by 128 to 89. In this contcot the vote

of cither Pennsylvania (23) or Virginia
(23) would have made De Witt Clinton
President. In 1824 the full electoral
yojto .otMTcw York. (31) would hnvo
given Andrew Jackson a majority ot
all the votes cast. As it was he receiv-

ed phly one. vote, from this State, nnd
the election devolved npon the House
of Representatives. In 1841 the earlier
returns from the State of.New York in-

dicated that that State had gone fofMr.
Clay, assuring his election, and the
Whigs had great rejoicing over the
supposed victory. Tho next day brought
news from that part of New York west
of Cayuga bridge, showing unexpected
gains for the Democrats, and assuring
the election of Mr. Polk by about 5,000

majority. Those who had rejoiced soon
became mourners, while the mourners
had their turn of rejoiciug. So disap-

pointed were the Whigs that some ot
them threatened to mob tho Boston
Atlas office because tho favorable news
ou.whlch the first estimate, was based
camo by special express lb that paper.

At the sixteenth Prcsldenial election,
(Jl848 tho vote of New York (34), or
Pennsylvania (24) would have given
Cass a mnjorlty over Taylor. Uuchan-a- n

won in 1856 by 52 votes. Without
the aid of Pennsylvania he would have
had only 148 votes the exact number
to a choice. Had Pennsylvania gone
Republican in October,, his defeat was
inevitable. Lincoln received in 18G0,

180 votes, against 123 for his oppon-

ents. Notwithstanding his" great plu-

rality, he needed the vote ot New York
to glvo him a majority" of all tho votes
cast.

. DEATH OF KAPOSI DAVIS.
""'Qa Thursday evening of last week

MajQr ijV Davis, late Republican
candidate tor State Senator from this
District, died at his residence in Mary-vill- e,

Nodaway county.
His death was thercsultof a fractured

ankle, caused by jumping from a buggy
about tho first of last October. Not
withstanding all the efforts of his phy
sicians, mortification set in. and when
amputatiou was finally resorted to it
was too late to preserve bis Hie nnd ho

died a lew hours alter the operation.
The St Joseph Herald, one of whose

editors was a soldier in the same rcgi--

mefft.with Major Davis, speaks of him
in the following glowing language :

"We have known, Major Davis, only
since 18S4, jyhen we met him nsa fel
low-soldi- er in the lorty-Thlr- u regiment
of Missouri Volunteers, and cannot
give any' .facts relative to Ills", earlier
life. We haveknown him as one of
God's noblemen. Although citizen
of the extreme northwest portion of the
State, Major pavis wae' well known
throughout the State. Being a. lawyer
of fine Abilities he served in this district
as Prosecuting Attorney for many years
with distinction, establishing a rcpnta- -
Hlotuwilb the. bench nnd the bar that
any man sbould.be proud or. Being an
active and influential Republican, he
was placed upon the ticket in 1872 as
one of the electors of the State. He
was urgently solicited by his friends to
beosme a candidate for Congress in
this district Iii tho late election, but

and. reluctantly consented to be-

came a candidate for State Senator in
his own - district. The accident which
caused his death prevented his taking
nny.part in the campaign, and his valua-

ble-service was missed very much.
A young man, Major Davis bad a

most promising future before him.
Possessed of tho better qualities that
constitute a noble manhood, he was be-

loved by all who" ever became acquaint-
ed with blm, nnd his death will
sadden the hearts of thousands of
warm-hearte- d friends. Nodaway coun-
ty has "lost one of her best and most
promising citizens; Northern Mlssonri
will monrn blm. All will regret his un-

timely death.
With the.tles ot a friendship, born

amid tho perils of the battle field and
cemented and strengthened while shar-
ing the privations of tho camp and the
field, binding cs to him, we feel that
the rnthless hand of Death has torn
irom us a true friend and as worthy as
eycr lived. With his afflicted family
we deeply sympathise and seriously
weep for onr loss."

The Cincinnati Commercial thus
tersely states the situation :

Take a map of the United States nnd
draw a line over a dozen counties
of Indiana bordering on the Ohio
River, then proceed to new ons
and describe a circle around ew .orK
Cty one hundred miles in diameter,
and the whole North from ocean to
pep an Is Republican.

THE YOUNGER BOYS.

Their Trial Commenced at Eair- -
ibault, Jainn.

On last Saturday the Younger boys
were arraigned for trial at Fairlbault,
Minnesota, nndcr four indictments
charging them with the murder J. Leo

Heywood, the Northfleld bank cashier;
with the murder of Nicholas Gustavspn,
the Swede, at tho time of the raid; as-

sault on A. E. Buuker'with intent to
do bodily harm, aud the robbtry ot the
Bank at Northfleld.

It was understood previous to the
commencement of the trjal that they
would plead guilty, in the hope of sav-

ing their pecks; but they have since
changed their minds nnd resolved to
plead not guilty to all the counts ex-

cept that ot robbery. Under the Min

nesota law, which stipulates that the
death penalty can be imposed whero
the jury recommend it, a plea of guilty
.secures certain Immunity from hemp--

stretching, because tho jury is entirely
done awav with, and the Court is left
to tho imposition of the only punish
tnent imprisonmfeut for life.

A correspondent-writin- g from Fairl
bault. under date of tho 18th Inst.,
says:

"Colo JrCely staled before the bills ot
indictment were returned that he
should not plead gullty.to murder, bo

cause he did not think hlrasclt guilty of

that crime, nnd expressed ms aonor
rcncoolitjbutheis less certain what
course to pursne, now that tho bills
have been read to him the one for
Gustavscn specially charging him with
having fired the fatal shot. Their dar-

ing and wflllugncss to take desperate
chances are yet predominant, and the
probabilities are that the pleas of not
gulity will be entered, in the hope that
good.managcment upon the part of the

able counsel they have retaineuwii. se

cure them a Jury that will not recom

mend tho death penalty.and maypossl
bly find them guilty of murder in the les-

ser degree.as they were but accessory to

the murder of Heywood, and Bob alone

of the three entered the bank. The chain
of evidence Is complete. Prosecuting
Attorney Baxter was one of tho most
persistent and Intrepid leaders In the

hunt for the robbers, and has been able
to trace thenrfrom the time they enter
ed the State until the robberynriil cap
ture near Madella. There is no excite-

ment or tbreaU here, but If the. rob-

bers should escape with a light sen-

tence, there might be action not less
"decisive and effective than was done at
Northfleld at the time of the raid.. The
boys are all looking remarkably well,
and are in good health and spirits,
barring, ol conrse, the anxiety atten
dant upon tho momentous question as
to what will be their plea. Contrary to
the expectation and advice of the
brothers. Miss Henrietta Younger, sis
ter of tho robbers, and Mrs. Fannie C.

Twyman, their aunt, are here.nnd have.
since their arrival, spent most of their
time with tho boys.

The utmost affection exists between
the prisoners and these relatives, who
are, .to all appearances, cultivated and
agreeable ladles. They have arranged
to board with the family of.Sherlff Bar
ton during their stay. The Youngers
read much, and.Cole, especially. Is de-

voted to the pernsal Qf the Bible,''
LATER.

Since the above was In type we re-

ceive the nows by telegraph that the
Youngers pleaded guilty and were.nll
sentenced, to the penitentiary for life.

THE HOPPERS.
The following summary pf Prof. C.

V. Riley's address at Topeka ia copied

from the Blade :
lie wound np his address by warning

the people to bo ready lor the emer-
gency In the spring, as the ground is
lull of grasshopper eggs. He submit-
ted the following points:

Don't burn the prairies this tail, but
in tho spring when tho yonng locusts
hatch, burn everything. Save nil the
straw, old hay and cheap eoralmsllble
material you can until spring. Use the
harrow now, the revolving harrow on
newly burned ground nnd n sharp
toothed harrow on bare and uncultiva-
ted places along tho roadsides. Ditch-
ing commence at once. Employ the two
first weeks of spring plowing time in
ditching, deep plowing and har-

rowing. Don't plant riutll you have
done all. you can to kill tho locusts.
Sow your grain In "lands" 50 to 100

feet wldo with ditches between them. If
yonr wheat is up make ditches ut
intervals through the fields. Organize
for concerted action. Keep a stiff up-

per lip and don't ask outside aid what-
ever happens, and remember there Is
no Insect that cannot be overcome If
attacked at the right time, In the right
place, and with a sufficient force.
