The complication and uncertainties
ol lhe.presldentlal question darlns the
pasl two months havo vi-i- niueh un-
settled the tnInds..of a good inauy peo-
ple.

Tilden, nnd lhat while such
state of affairs continues it will bo as
difficult for the Rcpubllcaas to carry
out any policy looking to tho inaugur
ation of their candidate against the op
position of the Democrats as for a
general to win a victory with broken
ranks while his opponent's line Is un
shaken. As things now stand ho
thinks that if Gov. Hayes shall be dc

THE C0SHN8 ETJEOPEAK WAS.
In order that our renders may have

a correct understanding pf the cause
of the threatened war between Rusila
and Turkey we present below the
programme which Russia laid before
the general conference of representa
tives who met at Constantinople. It
included eleven very sweepinsr re
forms, as follows ; 1. A general disarm
anient of tho population ot Bosnia.
Herzegovina, and Bulgaria. 2. The
election of all functionaries by the par- -

hgnc.
and police composed of Christians and
Mussujmen according to their numer- -

cial strength. 4. The concentration of
Turkish troops In certain spec
ified localities. 5. The sending of Cir
cassian troops to Mussulman provin-
ces. 6. Abolition of tithes and of the
farming out of taxes. 7. The use of
the Slavic languago in the courts of
Justice and administration. 8. The
meeting of an assembly of notables,
to be consulted by the Conference on
the administrative reforms to be Intro-
duced. 9. The appointment of Chris
tian Governors by the Porte, with the
approval of the Powers. 10. The pua
lshment of those implicated in the
massacres. 11. The creation of i
Commission lor supervising the execu
tlon of these reforms. In addition to
these reforms, Russia stipulated that
the boundaries both of Servia and
Montenegro should be extended by
tacrltorial acquisition from Bosnia.
Slbre than this, it was stipulated that
tho proposed Turkish Constitution
suouia not even do recognizee, or
discussed.

Russia emphatically declared that
unless her demands wcro complied
with she would make war.

As stated in onr last issue, the Turks
emphatically rejected every one of the
demands made.

It now only remains for Russia to
make war, as she threatened, or to
back squarely down.
