When To Prune Fruit "Trees.
Long experience shows that when it

is ticsireablc to produce a free jjrowth
of shoolsnml leaves, pruning should
be done when the trees are dorinanr,
as in the winter season, or early in the
spring, before the sap begins to 'flow.
When frnil trees appear to cjrow rapid-
ly, and to produce .too much wood,
they may be pruned " moderately in the
sninmer season, cutting awayu por-
tion of the wood by degrees ; but a
shoot growing in an improper place,
mfty be cut away at any time. An ex-

periment made by pruning apple trees
every month In tap year, for two sea-

sons, 6howcd that the wounds of the
brandies cut in February and March,
at the end of rive years, when nil had
healed over, were found to be the Ica&t

decayed under the healed surface.
When trees are pruned In winter, or I
may say at any time, it is best to cov
er the wounds with a hot mixture of
tar, aud pulverized brick dust, or fine
sand. A solution of shellac In alcohol,
as thick as can easily be applied with
a brush, is considered by many as the
best preparation that can bo applied.

During the mild days of wintcr.oreh
ards may bo pruned while little else
can be done; bat good judgment should
be exercised in regard to selecting the
branches to bo cut away. It is ruin-
ous to an orchard to cat and slash
away one-thir- d to one-ha- lf the limbs,

All that should be done is to give the
trees a good shape, and only cnt away
such limbs as arc plainly in excess ol
tho natural requirements ot the tree,
to conform to tho extent of its roots,
If we take away too mnr-- of the top of
a tree, It is like taking blood from a
man the more that is taken, the less
vitality remains in him, therefore in
pruning, only the few nnsightly
branches, and those Improperly sltua
ted, should be cut away.
