THE nASIBEUKY.
This low deciduous shrub, is found

wild In tho woods, both of this country
and Europe. The roots being perma-
nent and the stems biennial, they throw
up a number of shoots, which produce
fruit the second year and die. Our
present cultivated varieties have been
produced by high cultivation or seed-

lings from a variety no better than Is
to be found common in the lence
corners of our farmers, nnd a lew va-

rieties by sowing tho seeds.
They are usually Increased by trans-

planting tne suckers or offsets, and
some varieties as tho Doolittle Black-
cap. Mammoth Cluster, c, by bend-
ing down the stums until the ends
touch nnd become covered in tbo
ground, where they form rootlets and
maybe transplanted the first season,
or let remain one year to form perleet
plants,.

In transplanting, the roots should bo

protected from drying winds or hot
sun, and the cane should be cut back
to 3 or 4 inches.

The rows should be north nnd south,
three to four foet apart each way and
the weeds kept down with the plow
and cultivator, hoeing nroiind the
hills. 1.' cultivation should, howev-
er, tlop as soon fis the plants begin to
bloom, and a mulch ot old hay or
straw, about tbrco Inches thick,
be applied. After the berrlqs have all
been gathered, the mulch may be raked
close to the plants, nnd the remainder
or the ground again plowed and culti
vated until, the tops of the Blackcap
varieties begiu to touch the ground to
the them root and farn,rncw plants. If

no plants are wanted.cultivation should
be continued.

The soil for a plantation should be a
rich, deep loam, where there is moist-
ure, but such drainage that water will
not stand, and tbc situation should bo
open and fully exposed to light nnd
ah.

Early In March the canes should be
pruned, which consists of cutting away
the canes of last year's bearing, leav-

ing 3 to 5 of the strongest of last year's
growth for the coming crop, these to
be cut back to 3 of 3 feet, cutting
away all shoots of slender growth, and
also all suckers, unless wanted for tit-tn- rc

planting.

TEACHER'S INSTITUTE.

This is owing principal
Iv to tho Influence or our Normal
School at Oregon. There is no good
reason wbv .Holt county should not
havi first class teachers In all her pnb

lie schools. Those teachers who inva-
riably absent themselves from Insti
tutes, and all means of improvement
will soon be compelled lo step "down
and out." Wc must not forget that
nroffrcss is the watch-wor- d among
a. ci -
teachers, ns well ns in other profes
slons; and School Boards are beginning
to wake up to the Tact that a man with
fourth rate acquirements, ulthcugh hs
mav be had at a few dollars less per
month, is the dearest in the end. The
Idea ofusing a wooden sp.ido when a
mnu can lust as well have a finely, pol
Ishcd steel blade, would be decidedly
old fogyish.

Let District School Boards be very
particular in regard to this matter, for
it is one of vital interest to them, ion
arc the guardians of the educational
interests in your respective localities,
and can do much towards bringing
about this much needed rcvolntion in
our school work.

Teaching school Involves more than
a mere matter ot dollars and cents ;' it
Involves a principle of personal hones
ty on the part of tho teacher. He ought
bv all means to be able to give value
received for the money paid him. Uu

less he can do this he had better aban
don the field at once, or go lo school
and fit himself thoroughly for his
work.

Let us then have a goodly number
out at our institute, and derive . the
largest possible benefit from It.

In former times there was some ex
cuso for teachers of a low grade, but
things have changed. You now have
a school at your very doors that(can
thoroti'rhlr canio von for your work.
and those who avail themselves of Its
.ulvantaucs or similar privileges are
the ones lhat will teach our schools.

Editou: Thinking a few words
might be of somo interest to fruit
growers I would be pleased If you
would find space in your valuable col-

umns for this article. The time for
budding apple trees Is from the fif-

teenth of June until the first ot Sep
teinber. I prefer tho last or June tor
this reason : You get almost one year's
growth that season, whereas ir bud-

ded the last or August there Is no
growth until the next jear. The buds
which should be selected arc or bear-

ing trees, the most matured and not ol

twigs known as waterprouU, lor they
will not boar early. Immediately af-

ter taking the cutting lrom the trees
cut tho leaf off leaylug one-ha- lf luch to
an inch ot tho stem lear. This will
preservo the buds much longer. The
knife used for this purpose should
have a keen smootbc edgo aud clear of
rust. Cut tho bark In tho shape of the
letter T; then take the bud, leaving a
small portion of wood to the bud. Tbc
bud should bo about threc-f- o urths or
an inch in length. Raise the corners
ot tbo bark carefully, just enough to
start tbc bud ; with a littlo help ol the
knife nnd a light pressure with the
stem of the bud tho insertion is made.
I like it much better than to entirely
raise the bark with ivory or metal. The
bark w ill fit closer and certainly will
causo the bud to grow sooner. Limbs
that arc horizontal bud on the upper
side because water will hold to ihe
under side nnd cause thu bud to mil-
dew and die. The material for tyinc
should be cotton, hemp or some kind
orilnnen, (wool holds water too long)
and about the sizo merchants general-
ly use for wrapping goods. Coniinenco
to wrap above the stem ot the bnd ;

twice above the stem and once below
Issiillieieut. Soon as this is dono
take a few inches of the point of the
limb off; this drives the sap hick and
causes the bud to adhere. From ten
days to two weeks the twine win be ed

with satetv and should be
done; and, If you want tho bud to
grow that season, cut the limb off
iibout two inches above the bud, and i

at tho first of tho season von may
w thin one month the. limb off
chjso.ta the bud,
