DEATH OF BSIGHAM YO0HG.
The most Important, event in this

country during the past week was the
death ot Brigham Young.

He was born In Vermont, and, at the
time of his death, was seventy-si- x

years old. He first became connected
with the Mormon church at Kirtland,
OuiDi in 1832. In 1814, on the death
of Joe Smith, he was chosen President
and Prophet, and led the emigration
from Nauvoo to tho far West In 184G.

Having peopled his "Promised Land"
with wonderful rapidity, he organized
the Slate of Deseret, in 1849, and de-

manded admission to the Unlon-a- n
honor which Congress very properly
declined, organizing tile Territory of
Utah In lien thereof. Late in 1850 Mil

lard Fillmore appointed him Governor
ofthenew Territory, which place he held
Until ousted, at the point of the bayon
et. In 1858, by Buchanan's appointee.
Alfred Cliriiming. Since then bo has
been content with his spiritual rule.
thoush Jt'equenUy endeavoring to se
cure the admission of Utah as a State;
in which case the Mormons would, of
course, haVe secured the Government
and sheltered their cherished polygamy
under the protection Of State Rightsi

.What effect his death will havo on
the chnrch of Which he Was the head it
is impossible to tell. Many bclleVe
that llcilcef orth polygamy will ba prstc-tlcall- y

at ah end ; but this we Joilbt.
The nitmbfir ot the Itl Utah

wasicstimatcd.by Mr. Dixon, in 18CC,

at 150.000. thonah this Is believed to
be a great cxag eratlon. The censns
of 1870 gave the total population of the
Tenitory at but little over 80.000,
which, it Is thought, errs almost as
much In the other direction. At the
best, however, there are enough of the
"Saints" to make serlone trouble In
