Exports and Imports.
Tho official statement ot our ox-po- rts

and imports for eleven mouth
ending November 30 last, shows
that our total imports of all kinds
were $1,1,661,211. againts $118, 380,-37- 3

for tho cprosponding elcrcu
months of the prccedlug year; and tho
exports were SSOD.IGG.ISO against
$G0G,81G,J1G for tho preceding year.
Our exports exceeded our Import
therefore' $127,501,0G9 for tho oloven
months. There wa an incrcas in
Ihe imports for tho eleven months o f

J877 over thoso for the eleven months
of 187C of $54,289,838; and there was

a falHugoiIin tho exports of ?fl,G50,-2:!- 3.

Our import of geld and silver
were $22,081.S73, and our exports
$3r.,890,2!f." This shows that we

espyrted S13.S93.312 more oi gold

ami silver than vc imported. We
are not diminishing our supply of
these metals, however, on tho con-

trary, wo increasing it. for our
mines yielded last years $11,000,000

$3S,000,000 silver; total $82,000,000.

Tho differenco between this sum and

what we lost by exportation is $.r8,-19- 1,

058 and bins marks tUo addition
we made to our slack dining the
year.
