cism by anv private, citizen. Ivor can

this criticism be stopped by threatening
the Sentinel with a withdrawal of
such county printing as the court con-

trols. Wc are loth to believe that the
memlers of the court authorized their or
gan to make an intimation of this kind;
and, if they did do so, they have shown
less discernment than wc' gave them
credit for. This is a bad year for bull-

dozing, and the people would quickly
understand any attempt i)f public offi

cers to wreak private vengeance upon
those who dared to criticize their offi-

cial acts. Such a course' would certain-

ly re-a- ct upon thoso attempting it.
So far from seeking for causes to con

demn the court, we much prefer to find
only such acts as can bu commended ;

and we shall be as ready in the future as
wo have been in the past to extend praise
where praise is due. From, this course
we cannot be swerved, cither one way
or the other, by any considerations of
what the financial result may be to us

personally. Wc intend to treat the
count court, as well as all other public
officers, with unwavering fairness. We
do not intend, so far as we can con-

sciously control the mind's notion, to
ever permit our political bias to sway
us in commenting on official acts which
affect the whole people- Democrats
and Republicans alike. Wo could not
afford to do differently, even if our in
clinations so led us; for, however much
we may thereby arouse transient ani
mosities ironi ttiosc woo are uuauie or
unwilling Jo appreciate our motives, Wu
know that an ljoneft and manly course.
steadily pursued, cannot fail to win nud
retaiu'for ns, in the end, both business
success and the good opinion of the good
men in the home of our adoption, to
attain both of winch objects we arc coil'
scimitiouslv laborins.

The future is before the court iu which
to make amends for the errors of the
past. If, in that future, it steadily pur
sues.thtv path of duty, its former mis
takes will nass into oblivion and forget
ful ness. Certainly the Sentinel has
no desire to perpetuate the remembrance
of them. But such oblivion and fonjet- -
fulness cannot !e secured br either at
temntimrto restrain people from com
menting on its late acts or by repeating
such acta in the future.
