A DAT AMOXO THE WELSH CAS

TLES.

I I belieTC of all stories written lor
boys none interest them more than
those of old castles: and American boys
long for the privilege granted to their
iUljrnsn cousins oi roaming over
covered Yuins. climbinrr'loftv towers,
and endangering their necks in all man
ner ot aangerous places. Ana so my
strong sympathy with this trait in boys,
leads me to tell the story of my explor-ing- s

in two old castles, whoso names
ought to be familiar to all school-boy- s.

But I must first give you a little early
English and Welsh history, that you
mar know whv these castles were built.

When England became a settled
kingdom, with a number of divisions
whose Princes were under the Jnglish
King, and whose people paid dues to
him, Wales was one of these divisions,
and at times the Welh were very
troublesome, refusing to pay dues, or
submit to tlio will ot tne lung, uasties
were built and rriven to Enzllsh nobles,
to whom was allowed all tho land they
conld seize from the Welsh, and the
neonle were onmc3sed in various wave.
till Llewellvn oecamo Prince of North
Wales. When Henry III., a boy only
nine years old. was crowned, Llewellyn
acknowledged him as King, and for
nlty-sl- x years renuerea obedience to
him as superior sovereign; but when
Edward L became King, Llewellyn at
last threw off the yoke, and resisted
sturdily. He was finally forced to sub-
mit; but falling in an encounter with
an English knight, his brother David,
claiming to bo legal sovereign of North
Wales, summoned a council of

'Welsh chieftains at Denbigh,
little town in the north of
Wales. They determined to commence
hostilities against tne togiisn. nut were,
not successful. David was imprisoned,
and thifl was the end of Welsh inde
pendence.

Wales was united to England, and
Edward L determined to secure the
submissionaand willing obedience of its
people. It is sa'd he promised them a
Prince who conld not speak a word of
English. Now, he had a baby-bo- y who
was afterward Edward IL; he present
ed mm as tne promise: rnncc, ana,
ever since, tbc oldest son of tho En-
glish King is called tho Prince of Wa'es.

This little Prince lived in Carnarvon,
the lamest of tbc one hundred and
forty-thre- e castles in North Wales, and
it is of the beautiful ruin of this castle
that I will first tell you.

It is on a high hill in the western part
of Wa!es; climbing the hill you come
npon a huge mass of gray stone, with
immense towers; on two si'des surround-
ed by a river, while a moat or ditch
protects the other two. Originally
there were thirteen towers; five have
fal'en, and the stones have be:n earned
awav by the inhabitants of the town to
build tbeir quaint little houses.

The castle has only narrow openings
for windows on the outside; these are
not more than four inches wide, but the
walls are ten feet thick, and these win-
dows nro five or six feet wide on the
inside, the sides slanting close together
through the thickness of the wall as
they get near the outside, thus forming
a kmd of room in each window.

In those days, battles were fought
and castles defended prinoipally with
cross-boT- rs and arrows, and these win
ddw-nich- furni-he- d standing room for
six or eight men, who in turn dis-
charged their arrows at tho enemy.

It was very eay for them, close to
the narrow openings, to aim carefully
at the 'enemy, but almost irnposible for
the outsiders to send their'arro ws whore
they would take effect.

The towers nro full of crooked pas-
sages and narrow, stone staircases, with
rooms of all sizes and shapes. Enter-
ing the door at tne end of the path
and passing np the worn and broken
stone steps, I almost lost my way in
dark galleries, where the chattering of
the birds which have appropriated the
deep windows for tbeir nests, and tho
sound 'of my own footsteps re echoed
till I hadhardly courage to complete the
ascent. At last it grew lighter, and I
found myself in the open space between
the two smaller towers.

In the center of the main tower, in
the good old times, there were fire
rooms, one above another. The floors
have fallen, and, looking over tho inner
wall, I could see only the holes where
floor-bea- had rested, and a heap of
ruins at the bottom. Around these cen-
tral hal's, which mus-- i have been lighted
by artificial means, were smaller rooms,
and staircases only wide enough for one
person to pass. At the cni of each
staircase is a door, so that, granting tho
enemy succeeded in forcing passage to
the court a large oblong square in the
center of the castle a single soldier
could defend sach a narrow staircase
and yet bo safe himself.

I suppose boys would climb to the top
of the small tower where the fiag-sta-ft

stands. I did not care to, so I went
down and began a search for Prince
Edward's room. The old histories say
he was born in the tower, bnt there
are always people who like to spoil a
good story, and these say he was three
years old when brought here. I like
the old story, so I asked a guide to
show mo where the Prince was born.
Entering tho same door, we climbed
the stops till we reached tho
room in tho second story, light-
ed by the narrow window to tho
left of the door. The little square
window just above it lighted the " con-
fessional," a little niche in the wall still
holding tho receptacle for holy water.
This room pas-sod- . wo went clear
around the tower, till we came through
the narrowest of all passages to a room
only ten feet tfcy twelve. This
was certainly the room of Queen
Eleanor and tho first Princo of Wales,
whetSer he ws born there, or brought
when a very Small boy. Back of the
window is a narrow door which
opens npon a walk upon the
walls, called Queen Eleanor's
walk. She could not go outside the
castle walls, and it would not bo pleas-
ant for her in the court with soldiors
passing to and fro, and her only exercise

bad to bo taken on this
narrow path. When the walls were in
repair she could walk from this tower
to the next, through that to another
wall, and so on around tho castle, en-

tering back of the confessional. 1 fol-

lowed the walk n llttlo way, and was
glad enough that I was not compelled,
me tho poor Queen, to take all my
fresh air on a path two feet wido on
critle walls. This toner, called Eaelo
Tower, wai tho strongest of the thir-
teen, ami for this reason tho Queen was
placed in it; tho next to the left, was tho
RfgalTiiwer.aiulthocnomy wou d natur-
ally go there to look for the baby Princo
The cianquet'nz h:ill occupied tho spaco
between the Eagle nnd lioyal towers,

indicated now only by a line of stones
left for the purpose. Tho kitchens
were directly opposite, and the places
which years ago held the boilt-r-a

are still to bo seen, as is also the end of
the leaden wa'er pipe away back in tho
walls; trophy hunters have carried away
as much of it as their arms could reach.
The castle was entered by two gates; the
King's gate, or general entrance, and
one smafler, but more beautiful, through
which Qaoen Eleanor first entered Car-
narvon. This gate is tho most pictur-
esque part of the castle, being partial-
ly in ruins and covered with ivy and
wall-flower- s.

Around tho wholo were high walls
with towers at intervals, a pirt of the
town of Carnarvon being now' built
within them.

If Carnarvon is tho grandest old
castle ruin, Conway is cortainly tho
most beautiful. At the former there is
one large ob'ong court; tho latter lias
two square one3, surrounded by lofty
rooms with arched roofs; the entire
castle is covered with a' mass of ivy.
The grand hall is 180 feet in longth,
the roof formerly being supported by
eight arches. The roofand four of tho
arches have fallen, but ivy has covered
the remiiuing ones so luxuriantly that,
looking up from tho floor, one can only
see a leafy mass above, with here and
there a speck of blue sky. It is bcilt
on a rock, and can be entered by
stops cut Into a rock, or by a draw-
bridge over the moat, and up a rambling
path. Back of the castle is a pleasant
yard, so that tho lady of Conwav was
moro fortunate than poor Queen
Eleanor.

Conway was built by King Edward I.
also, and he was at one time besieged
in it, during a revolt of the Welsh; he
was nearly reduced by famine to surren-
der, but at the last moment a fleet
arrived with supplies and reinforce-
ments.

Many of tho castles wore dismantled
bv tho Parliamentarians in tho tirao of
Oiiver Cromwell, but for some reason
this was spared it is claimed, on account
of its peculiar beauty.

Denbigh has a ruined cmtie, but it is
hardly safe to explore it, as It was not
left for time to destroy, but was blown
up by gunpowder in the timo ,oi
Charles II.

But I think boys caro les3 for tho
history of these old ruins than for the
pleasure of climbing around them. It
is possible that the account of Carnar-
von at least may lead same of you to
study enough of English history so
mat, wnen you cross uiu Auaiiuu uuu
have the opportunity to see what now
you read of, you will not have to de-
pend npon poor cuides, or spend half
j'our time in hunting up why and by
wbom these grana oiu castles were
built.
