H0EEI3LE MUEDEB.

J. L. Blister Murdered bv His
Stcp-Fatli- er.

Mr. J. L. Blister, a worker in mar
ble, who was employed by S,totts &
Thurtell, of this city, last spring, had
his throat cut from car to ear, in
Creston, Iowa, by J. P. Burnett, his
step-fathe- r. Loth lived in Savannah
for several months iu the early part
of this year, and arc kuowa to many
here.

Mr. Urister leaves a wife ami three
children one but a small babe. The
murderer slept iu an adjoining room
to tho family. The buildiinj was
ISurnctt's, and Bristcr boarded him
for the uc of tho house. It seems
there hailbccu some family diiUculty
existing for some time. IStirnett had
had difficulty with his wife, Mr. Bris-ter- 's

mother, and had threatened her
life. Burnett then told Bristerthat
if he would keep the matter quiet
about his threats he would establish
him (ISrister) in business. Brister
being a man of but poor circum
stances, agreed to do so, his wife,
however, urging him not to do so, as
she feared Burnett. We have learned
of a more inhuman and revolting
reason why Burnett established Bris-
ter iu business, being the affidavit of
the wife that Bri&ter agreed to di-

vide the use of his wife with Bur-

nett, and that the immediate cause of
the murder was that both wevo pos
sessed of tlie same desire at the saino
time. This is simply outrageous, and
is past belief. The murder was com-

mitted, within three-quart- er of an
hourof daylight, and the alarm was
given iu less than live minutes, ami
in less than half an hour over on
hundred tueu started in pursuiS of the
murderer.

lie was captured Tuesday morning
one account says, in a cellar in

town, and another (later) says in a
field about three miles from town,
lie was taken to Aftou, the count;,
scat, anil lodged iu Jail. They had
very hard work to prevent the peo-

ple from, lynching hint. About fifty
men went to Alton with that pur-

pose in view, but the sheriff, with
and well armed pas;e. prevent

ed it.
