Disappointments is the lot of mortal
ity. '1 his is an old saying, aud to
somo extent, it expresses the exper-ienco-

uvciy humiiu being. Thero is
no one In whoso life somo morning of
sunshine ami brightness has not proved
the opening of a day overcast with
clouds, and, perhaps gloomv and tor
tile with storms. No one can havo

lived long In this world, was a senti
ment expressed in n funeral discourse
by the late Rev. Dr. Channing, with
out being convinced that suffering Is al
lotted by Divino Providence to consti
tute an important clement of human
1110.

This may bo very true : but wo think
thero Is great danger of attiilmting to
I'rovuienco sullering which is brought
upon ourselves soloiy by our own nets.
Many of our great griefs are bevoud
our contiol. such is tho early loss ol
kindred nnd flionds. Yet even trials
of this kind uro softened and lightened
by nnd faith. But a very
largo part of tho disappointments widen
net ami worry men, nmi mako their
lives uncomfortable and miserable, aro
entirely owing to their own mis-
takes. Now and then thcro may bo n
season of grasshoppers In a certain lo-

cality; or a late or early Irost may cut
off tlio corn ; but. ns n rule, a good far-
mer has good crops, and the man who
complains that his crops do not turn out
well, will bo Inund not to havo prepar-
ed his ground thoroughly, not to have
planted seasonably, or to havo neglect-
ed something which ho should havo
known It was essential to do, And so
It is In regard to business generally.

But few men, comparatively, have
nn opportunity to neciinmlato largo for-
tunes, but when men fail to lay by what
is necessary for their commit or inde-
pendence, nlmost without exception, it
Is owing to their calculations and man-
agement not being right. It Is true,
there Is n liability to illness, and to oth-
er overpowering causes, but It Is not In
such things that disastrous results, in
tho great majority of cases, can bo at-
tributed.

As a matter of practical philosophy,
hardly anything can bo moro essential
to tho young than that they should sot
out in life with a correct undcrslandli'g
how largely they hold their fortunes in
their own keeping. Bo courageous, but
prudent; enterprising, but pains-takin- g

industrious and persevering, always
that tho proverb, though

old, is still tiro, nnd will never wear
out: l'rovidcnco helps those who help
themselves. N. Y, Ledger.
