Texr: ““And teach his senators wislom."—
Psalms ev., 22.

Senators in this text stand for law-makers,

Joseph was the lord treasurer of the Egyptian |

government, and among other great things
which he did, aceording to my text, was to
teach his senators wisdom, And if any men
on earth ought to be endowed with wisdom
it is sepatorz, whether they stand in econ-
gresgses, parliaments or reichstazs or assem-
blies cr legislatures. By their deecisions
nations go up or down. Law-makers are
sometimes so temptad by prejudices, by see-
tional proferenee, by opportunity of personal
advancenment, and sometimes what is best to
do is so donbtfulthat they eught to be prayed
for and encourazed in every possible way
instead of severely eriticised and blamed and
excoriated, as is much of the tima the ecase,
Our publie men are so often the target to be
shot at, merely beeausa they obtain eminenee
which other men wanted but could not reach,
that more injnstiees are hurled at our na-
tlonal legislatura than the people of the Uni-
tad States eanpossibly imagine.  The whole-
sale balving of our publie men issimply dam-
nable.
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By resiclenca in Washington I have eoms |

to find ont that many of our public men are
versistently mizroprosented, and some of tha
best of thy

After the most careful course
of antiseptic treatment the socket g
prepared to receive the new root, whieh
is secured in place and so covered that
it is safe from shocks and pressure,
After about six weeks, or when the
union has taken place, provided the
operation is successful, a  poreelain
crown is attached to the root, and the
raiient has a fine, strong and natural-
looking teoth.
