We may-have to submit to their existence, 
just as find it necessary to submit to many 
discomforts and trials, but for all that there 
is no satisfactory reason why we should al­
low their influence to prey upon our minds 
and intrude themselves into all other con­
ditions of life. We must get away from 
their depressing influences if we really de­
sire to make any headway in this world. 
Success is not built upon the effects of un­
happiness any more than happiness is 
dependent upon misfortune. We must 
cultivate a spirit of opticism and crush 
down within us all discouraging influences. 
Success means happiness to many persons 
and in its cheerful glow we are able to for­
get the bitterness of the past and all the 
disappointments that may have come to us. 
Conditions can be mastered in a measure, 
perhaps not bj’ their actual removal but at 
least by overcoming their bad effects. 
Rising superior to our tribulations seems a 
mighty task but it is one that is necessary 
to those of us who, laboring under heavy 
odds, yet'intend to achieve the success we 
believe is our due.

THE CUNNING OF TEDDY.

IN SP IT E  O F  CIRCUMSTANCES.

We succeed just as often in spite of cir­
cumstances as we do because of them. The 
letter condition, inferring of of course that 
the circumstances are in our favor, is en­
tirely natural and only to be expected and 
accordingly we do not feel as though we 
are justified in taking to ourselves all the 
credit for any succees we may achieve. 
When we succeed, however, in spite of 
circumstances; or in other words, when we 
rise superior to conditions then it is that 
we show the real fibre of our natures and 
deserve all the credit that can be accorded 
us. However, if a man has itin him to suc­
ceed he will do so notwithstanding unfa­
vorable conditions. The ability to achieve 
success is just as much a gift as the ability 
to paint or write, or to do anything well 
that lies especially in our power. It is just 
as natural for some of us to succeed as it 
is for others to fail, and all conditions for 
or against our success are only means to 
an end. The man who intens to succeed 
realizes that he must rise far above many 
of the circumstances of his life and the 
secret of doing this is a part of himself 
and is never readily acquired. Some of 
the most distinguished men of the past, 
men who have left the deepest impress upon 
history’s pages, fought and wrought in 
conditions that were far from conducive to 
their success; yet because they heard the 
call of an unknown voice summoning them 
to effort, and because they felt the thrill of 
a faith in themselves which could not be 
questioned they dared and won. They 
found a way for themselves out of the diffi­
culties of their positions, and ignoring the 
discouraging influences that surrounded 
them they yielded themselves to the sway 
of the genuis that was theirs. Shakes 
peare’s mind wandered in far countries 
through realms of kings and princes while 
his body occupied a humble abode in Eng­
land; and Goldsmith, we are told, suffered 
many physical privations while writing his 
fame securely in the hearts of men.

There are few of us who can expect to 
achieve anything like the success that has 
immortalized these great men and others 
of older days but there is no telling what 
success is in store for many persons who 
as yet have done little or nothing to de­
monstrate their winning powers. We can 
at best, however, only hope to win the suc­
cess which we crave, and whether that suc­
cess shall be lasting or whether it shall 
wither in our hands only time can tell. It 
may be that many of us have believed that 
success lay within our grasp time and time 
again and that but for some unfortunate 
circumstance, or chain of circumstances, 
results would have verified our belief. The 
fact, however, that we were not able to 
grapple with these circumstances and over­
power them shows that we allowed them to 
master us. A man must be able to master 
conditions, otherwise they will master him. 
Of course he who succeeds must first learn 
to master himself before he can even ex­
pect to command attention. We forget that 
fact, generally speaking, and look for re­
sults which we have no right to expect. 
Self-mastery however, is a subject too 
wide for present discussion and assuming 
that we acquire the art by studious and 
earnest effort we can only then hope to 
succeed in mastering the conditions that 
govern our immediate lives. Understand­
ing these conditions is the first step toward

When Ex-President Roosevelt organized 
his Progressive party in 1912 and the mat­
ter of negro representation in the National 
Progressive convention came up for dis­
cussion, he did not hesitate to say in effect 
ihat negro representation from the South 
was not wanted, though he welcomed ne­
gro delegates from Nothern States.

Whatever may have been said of Mr. 
Roosevelt, no one, so far as the writer can 
remember, has said he was a poor politi­
cian. He hoped for some support from the 
South and he knew well how not to make 
such help impossible.

But there are some things known to all 
Southern men that Mr. Roosevelt will never 
know during his present incarnation. One 
of them is that one must live the race ques­
tion in the South in order to have a work­
ing knowledge of it. If he knew this he 
would not have to be taught that noth­
ing in the way of a national political bribe 
will ever induce the white people of this part 
of the Union to contend with each other 
politically in separate parties. We of the 
South know why, but we have long since 
despaired of making our white brothers of 
the North understand it. About two gen­
erations are sometimes necessary to teach 
this truth to our Northern brothers, even 
when they become dwellers in our midst.

How, then, can it be expected that Mr. 
Roosevelt can understand a condition that 
he has never lived?

But there is no such excuse for Mr. 
Roosevelt’s follower and candidate for Gov- 
ernorin Louisiana. He should, and doubt­
less does, know better than Mr. Roosevelt 
that a united and steadfast Democracy is 
the only hope for order and safety. There­
fore, good and true Democrats should not 
fail to vote on April 18th. Such move­
ments for the separation of the white peo­
ple of Louisiana that is being lead by Mr. 
Parker should be rebuked promptly and 
sternly. In such a course only does safety 
lie.

April 18ih upon the question of levying an 
additional 1-mill tax for the maintenance 
of the parish schools at their present level 
of efficiency. Unless the proposed tax 
carries the term of the schools dependent 
upon the general school fund for support 
will be reduced from six to five months.

The schools, roads, churches and homes 
of a country are the evidences of that 
country’s civilization, and the goodness of 
the schools determine the quality of the 
other factors. Good schools mean fine 
roads, handsome church buildings, sub­
stantial homes, prosperity and high moral 
standards, too.

The price of land is highest in those 
parts of our country where the best schools 
are found, and if you investigate it will be 
found that the schools were the first care 
of the people who arrived at and have ac­
quired high standards in all worthy insti­
tutions.

We of Bossier Parish, then, do not wish 
to neglect our schools. The school terms 
involved have already been reduced from 
eight to six months and we cannot afford 
that the present efficiency of the schools be 
less than it is. Every citizen should go to 
the polls on April 18th and vote for the tax.
