A couple of years or so ago a 1200- 
barrel oil well came in quite suddenly 
about thirteen miles, northw est of 
Benton and two or three .miles south 
west of Plain Dealing. It went out a:

A few days ago a well was brought 
in five miles southeast of Iteutoii 
is not a gusher hut tlie output is ve 
high grade oil and exceedingly valu 
aide.

wells. Tlie d rille rs of these test wells, 
as a general thing, have prophesied 
th a t tlie big strik e  will lie made mid­
way or a  little  south of tlie middle 
ground In th is expanse of territory .

Bossier Parish  lias lieen prosi»ected 
in most of its  jiarts for oil. yet to no 
great extent in most districts. In fact, 
tlie ldg prosjiectiiig is yet to he done, 
and from tlie way tlie oil in terests are  
seeking acreage in all |»arts of tlie 
inirisli, we Judge th p t the real tiling 
in a testing-out catiilHiigu Is about to 
he tint oil.

All the indications seem to l»otiit to 
enlightenm ent in the  long postixMied 
solution of tlie question as to w hether 
we have oil in inlying quan tities in tlie 
imrisli. The big in terests a re  1 letting 
much money Hint we have.

More money is lieing realized by Bos­
sier Parish land owners for oil leases 
than  could lie realized from ren ts were 
all tin* acreage involved 111 a  s ta te  of 
cultivation. And then. too. we may 
have some realization on oil produc­
tion. Tlie liird-in-hnnd. however, is get­
ting action.

Thus E leanor Franklin  Egan, in the 

Saturday Evening Post, quotes How­
ard Heinz of Pittsburgh, H erbert 
Hoover’s representative in the Near 
East, on the real conditions in Arme­
nia ns lie saw them with his own eyes.

Mr. Heinz had been one of those 
who had believed tin* stories of s ta r ­
vation and death in Armenia had been 
exaggerated. Not until in* went him­
self to tin* (’nncasus did His views 
chnngo. Then he was shaken to tin- 
foundation of liis soul by w hat in* saw.

“Fearful ! Awful! H orrible! Unbe­
lievable!" are  some of tin* adjectives 
Mrs. Egan says pitisr he used in speak­
ing of conditions in tin* Near East, 
where Near East Belief, 1 Madison 
Avenue, New York, supported by con­
tributions from the American people, 
is conducting tin* only organized effort 
to save the lives of these utterly  desti­
tu te  millions. Everytl-.ii’g sin- saw and 
heard justllled the necessity for quick 
and generous aid from America. Her 
story of what sin- witnessed re-en­
forces tlie call of the N ear East Be­
lief for aid for stricken Armenia.

“ ‘The Hunger* grin’ is everywhere 
evldent," Mrs. Egan writes. “The 
pitiful hundreds seemed to me to lie 
weeping constantly. Not profoundly 
as in grief, hut whimperingly, ap ­
pealingly as in unbearable physical 
distress. A terrib le  population. Un­
speakably filthy and tatterdem alion 
th rongs; shelterless, dentil stricken 
throngs milling from place to (dace, 
children crying aloud, women sobbing 
in broken inarticu late  lam entation : 
nn-n nterly hopejess -and reduced to 
staggering weakness, heedless o f tin  
tears rolling down their dirt-streaked 
faces.”

T hat is her picture of the Arme­
nians most in evidence in Armenia. 
Tlu-se are  the throngs. Then she 
tu rns to tin* mobs. “Large numbers 
here and there, wide-eyetj, eager, hands 
outstretched in woliish supplication ; 
tee‘h hared in a ghastly grin th a t had 
long since ceased to smile—an em aciat­
ed skin-stretched grin, fixed and un­
controllable.”

“Is it any wonder,” she asks, “ that 
I could not swallow my food? I threw  
it to tlie children in tlie ravening 
hordes and sta rted  small riots. The 
children fought together, snarled and 
clawed .it one another for small hits 
of army biscuit <w morsels of bully 
beef.

“And tlien I was told th a t many of 
: hem were so starved that solid food

was likely to kill them instantly . This 
was too terribly true. Yet in the whole 
length and breadth of the land there 
was not an ounce of food of the kind 
necessary for such cases. At K ars I 
saw one man die with bread In his 
teeth. And if you will consent to look 
with me upon a too awful tiling I will 
add tha t he showed evidence.of having 
eaten too much grass.

“I went hungry in Armenia, and I 
associate remembered pangs of my 
own with all my recollections of the 
terrib le  land. I had plenty of food 
with me, hut for days on end I could 
not eat. It w as a  physical impossibil­
ity.

“And I came to a point, too, when to 
look upon tilings th a t had to he looked 
upon, set my heart to quaking in a 
lionj8|k4liliculr to describe.”

Of her first sight in Armenia of the 
terrib le  ^condition of the people Mrs. 
Egan w rites of the scenes ou lier way 
to K ars :

"Everyw here in the fields tlu-re were 
people’ down on tlieir knees searching 
for g rasses to eat. Those near the 
railroad lifted tlieir heads and gazed a t 
our tra in  as it rushed past, and l 
caught glimpses of terrib le  faces. An 
old man sitting  a t the top of an em­
bankm ent waved a handful of grass a t 
me w here I stood a t tlie car window, 
then threw  his head back and laughed 
a m aniacal laugh. I began then to feel 
the cold chills with which I w as to 
shiver for days on end.”

Of K ars she w rites:
“It had been raining for days, and 

w herever one looked one saw nothing 
hu t misery and mud. Between tlie rail- 
read tracks were unsightly pools and 
puddles, through which many human 
scare-crows trudged back and forth.

“They were a m ultiple Lazarus, and 
the train  was tlie rich m an’s table. 
They were begging fo r crumbs. I be- 
gi- î to hear for the first tim e tlie whin­
ing indescribable phrase th a t sounded 
to me like ‘O-na-ne, O-nw-ne.’ I t was 
so feebly, so plaintively murmured, 
‘O-na-ne.’ ”

Mrs. Egan asked w hat it m eant and 
was told the nearest equivalent was 
“Oh, my soul !” “B ut,” she says, “it 
was more than  th a t ; it w as a prayer 
for mercy.”

Describing a m akeshift hospital be­
fore tlie arrival of tlie Near E ast Belief 
workers, Mrs. Egan w rites :

“The sick in tlieir unbelievable rags 
were lying around on the floors—bun­
dles of unim aginable wretchedness. 
The doctor was not doing anything a t 
all for them. W hat could he do? He 
bail not so much as a single ounce of 
medicine of any kind. Tlie little  peo­
ple were more pitiable than tlie 
adults. The ward, if l may call it that, 
had in it not one stick of fu rn itu re  of 
any kind, and tlie children were ail 
lying on the dusty and rubbish-strewn 
floor with nothing under them and no 
covering save the rags they wore."

Iraneh. because I was born a t Kaz- 
vln. in Persia, and that is a good P er­
sian name. N ear tlie Red Cross hut 
where I first opened my eyes was the 
tomb of E sther and M onterai, so my 
fallier also named me Esther. Then, 
being a good Armenian. I had to have 
the name of our beloved river Arax. 
Therefore I am Araxie.

My fa th er Is General Mesrop Nevlon, 
Mian Azgapetian. He was with an 
army in the Caucasus m ountains dur­
ing the Great War. We were living 
Just inside the city wall. I could hear 
tin- jackals a t night howling, howling 
ail tlie time. I howled too. My nurse 
said th«- jackals set me a had example. 
My first nurse was a great big soldier. 
He belonged to tlie Russian army, 
which was encamped near us.

My m other tells me tha t sin 
five roubles a day (tha t is $2.0(1 in 
American money) for half a loaf of 
bread. The bread was often full 
dirt and  splinters. One fine day

in a shop and bought it fo r $0. T hat 
day I had a feast and did hot cry at 
all. Several tim es my fa th er  was able 
to buy a sa lt herring, for which he paid 
$1.50.

I began to get very thin. My m other 
said site m ust take  me away so th a t I 
would not die. We begun to go away, 
hut it took « long time. Everyw here 
there were people going. They mostly 
had no clothes, and often they would 
fall down. My m other said they would 
never get up again. My m other said 
they did not have tlie money to buy 
even the laid bread we had and they 
could not live w ithout food. We 
traveled in an ambulance, on horse­
back, donkoyhnek and cnnielhack, in a 
truck, a m otor lorry and a c a rt—in 
fact, by every way except an airplane.
