MAYOR.

Sec. 143.-,re it ordained, That beside the
general duties of the Mayor, as now estab-
li.heid, he shall (have] the powers and per-
torm the duties hereinafter provided.

Ser. 144.-That he shall affix the seal of
the corporation to all its official acts; he shall
see that the laws and ordinanoes be properly
and faithfully executed; he shall have gen-
eral supervision of all matters relating tothe
protection of the public and private proper-
ty, the preservation of public order and
peace, and the enforcement of the ordinances
relative thereto; he shall call extra meetings
of the Council whenever he shall deem the
same necessary, or whenever three members
of the astoel lall, in writing, stating the ob-
ject thereof, request him to do so; lie shall
pf-nm time to time lay before the Council
a full statement of the affairs of the corpora-
tion. It shall be his duty to report to the
council all officers and persons employed by
die corporation who fail to perform their du-
ty, or commit any stt for which they .hould
he removed frtom ofice; he shall aign and
cause to be published all ordinances and res-
olutioat passed in due form by the Council.

Stc. 1l..---lt shall be the duty of the Mayor
to keep four well bound iwooks.

In the titst book he shall inscribe the date
and amount of all notes or bonds, the date of
their maturity, the phlace of their payment,
and the date and nullber of the resolutionl
authorizing their issuance. All notesor honds
already issued shall be likewise inscribed.

ln the second book he shall inscribe the
numbelr and amount of all warrants by himi
dr twu and approved, their nature, together
with the date thereof and the ,wines of the
persons in whose favor drawn.

In the third book he shall inacribe the re-
ceipts of the Colloctor or Treasirer or Con-
stable for all blank licenses ree, ited by thelm
retlpotively, specifying therein the natare
and numnber ot the saunw; and also recceilts
of all his settlements with thetm.

In the fourth book he shall ia.•ribe the
record of all cases tried before him as Justice
of the Peace, tigether with a correct account
of all the lines iI•los•Md and the amount col-
lected.

See. 14G.-H- e shall receive such annual
salary, to be paid quarterly on his own war-
rant, as may ie fixed by the Board of Coin-
inen (ountcil, to whom is reserved the right

of amending and imodilfying when they shall
think it necessary all ordinances tixing the
S"llarits of the ornicers of the corporation.

Ait'rlCLE I,.--itELESRIA$ItE.

See. 147.-L'e it ordained, That the Trea.-
arer shall, betire entering upon the discharge
of hisi ,utews, give bend with good and sitc
liciun security in the sum of trece lhousand
dollars, and rece ive a salary of two hundred
nd fitty dollars to be paid quarterliy on hi.s

own warrant cert'fied to be corlec't by the
clerk of the Board and eountersiguedl by the
Ml rtor to be corrett.

lic shall receive besides 2t per cent. corn-
mission for collecthing all notes payas.le at his
otiche uld to his order as Treasurer.

Sc. I I.--That lie shall keep his office at
the muaicipal buildings unless allowed by
the lboard to have It elsewhere. It is hli

1'o keep a regular set of books in which
nair entris saaul be unmde of all things per-
'ainilng to or dente in hls office.

'lo keep it regular account of all the re-
ceilpts anl expenditures of the corpouration
wholh he shall submit to the examination eo
the (mtnmuon Council, together with a state
mealt of the situation of the treasury qi:ut

-

turly; which stutement slull succiently spec-
ift the almlllt of moneys, notes, obligations,
etc., that he may have received during the
'lrrent qilarter, the different sources oft iev-

enues frol which such moneys, notes and
obligation may have been r-eeived ; stating
also the amount of nmoneys luid out during
the snnle time and for what pinrpos or class
of expenditurcs, and finally showing by the
balance the amount of cash in the treasury;
whi .h balance will commence the account of
the succeeding quarter. lie shall at the saume
time produce alt vouchers on which he has
paid out money, the amount of money on
uand, or the certificate of the cashier of some

solvent bank that the amount is there depos-
ited, so that all the amounts due to and by
the corporation may clearly and distinctly
appear.

It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to lay
before the Council at its regular momnthly
meetings, a stuccinet statement of the receipts
and expenditures of the preceding week,
showing the bilance of the treasury at the
commencement of the mouth, the amount re-
ceived and paid out during the month, and
the balance of cash on hand, which balance
will comluence the ianount to be rendered tile
succeeding mouth.

To recei\-e all money paid to the corpora-
tion from every source, und to pay it out only
on such warrants, orders or drafits as legally
drawn according to the provisions of tlthee
ordinances.

'1To register the number' of licenses signeda
uby him and given to the Collector or Cousta-
ble.

To t make proper entries of all money re-
ceived by thim, from whom and fronm what
nsources of revenue, and of the amounts paid
out by him on account of the corporation, to
whom and for what purpose.

.To require an oath or allirmatin (to be ad-
ministered by him) fronm any collector of
taxes or other revenues before receiving any
claim against t e corporatipn , that he has
reeeiv•d the same in paySaent of town dues
for the full amount expressed on the face of
such ellim, and that he has not directly or
indirectly speculated in the pdblic money.

To carefuly file and preserve in his office
all books gad palpers wtr may bhe delivered
to hitk by iiit e of his oe, tied to 4teliver
over to his successor j otffice or'to the Bitard
of Comimon Council, the same together with
mll nhieys;, aceounts and otlier prlpertV be-
Ionging to nis otficE.

To pecrform all otlhr' duties required by

these &rdinaunes and hb-laws, and generally
all other duties, under the direction of the
Mayor, wlhich TreaIuneres of corporations are
requi•ed or acet•ttoqumd to perform.

Sec. 149.--Re it ordained. That the Secreta-
ry shall receive a salary of two hundred and
liftvy dollars per naunnuu, payable quarterly
in his own warrant duly approved and eoun-

tersigaed by thim Mayor, .and for his other
servlcts-

le shall keep his otffice in the municipal

buildings. where he shall attend from 9
o'clock A. M. to 3 o'clock P. M.

His duty shall h- :
1To keeli a correct record of all the proceed-

ings of the Board of Aldermen.
To attend at all the meetings of the Board

and make prolper entries of all orders, tesoliu-
tions, ordinances, opinions and proceeding of
the Board.

To keep a sep-arate book in which shall be
entered in full all ordinances, by-laws and
resolutions adopted by Board, with full and
complete index thereto.

l'o carefully tile and preserve in his office
all books and papers which may be delivered
to hit by virtue of his office.

To keep at all times the office free and ac-
cessible to anly person having a right or claim
of business therein.

To examine all accounts for the salary of
officers or all others whose total is fixed by
resolation or ordinance and certify as to their
correctnless or iteoriectll as before they are
pIresented to the proper authority for allow-
ance or appilval.

To deliver a copy of tit, proceedings of the
Board of Aldermen, within five days after
each session, to the official journal for publi-
cation. also a certified copy of all laws, ordi-
n:(.es, resolutions, opinions and proelama-

tionu, required to be published, for that pur-
pose.

To carefully tile and preserve in his office
a copy of all the otfficial journals containing
the deliberations of each session of the Board,
or of orlianuclles, resolutiols, etc.

To perlin• all otherduties required by the
city ordinances or by-laws.

ARTICLE IV.-CONSTABaLE.

Set. 150.-Be it ordained, That the Consta-
ble shall give bond in the sunm of four hal. -
dred dollars, andl shall receive a salary of
three hundred dollars per a•llnlu to be paid
monthly. For his other services he shall re-
ceive the following compensation :

out the town.

See. 152.-lie shall have power to arrest al"
persons foumnd in the art of violating any law
or ordhitane or aiding or abetting inL any
suah violation. all persons found '"ltder sus-
picions iruts:lllltSll :es.

And shall take such persons to tCoe tow:'
jail and notify the Mayor thereof.

See. 153.- Hie shall have power and atrthor-
ity to serve and execute warrants atnd othler
processes for tthe apprehelnsion and commit-
tulelt of perons charged with or hehld for ex-
aunination or trial, or taken in execution for
the coltmmissioln of anly clilume or tllisdemteali-
or, or violation of any l: w or ordinance of
the town.

Se-. 154.-While making such arrest or
while executing or servinlg or assisting inl
the Iexecuttion or service of anty sut-ch warrantl
or lrocess, he shall be vested with anllld have
power to call ant andlt all le'trsons to aid iltll
assist hint inl th't execution of his duties, who
shall lpromptly render such 'iid antd assist-
aulnce, unlllder p• unity of twenty-ftive dollars.

ARTICLE VI.-('OLLECTOR.

See, S1.--Be it ordained, That the Collee-
tor shall, betfore commentiig the disehallle
of his duties, give trn1d and security in tle
suft of one thousand dollars, and shall re-
ceive all taxes and licenses collected by hima
and paid into thl. town treasury a comlnis-
sion of ten per cent. on the formler and five*
per cent. on the latter.

ARTICLE VILt-PRINTER.
See. 159.--Be it oruained, That it shall be

the duty of the Printer to give a copy of his
journal coutaining the deliberations of each
session of the Board of A\ldermeu to the See-
rotary of the corporation as evidentce of Ils
having published the same and as a refer-
ence.

Sec. 160.-Thlat his compensation shall be
payable quarterly on his own warrant appro-
ved by the Secretary and countersigned by
the Mayor.

ARTICLE VIII.-ATTORtNEY.
See. 1GI.-Be it ordained, That there halud

he elected annually by the Board of Alder-
nmen a City Attorney, whose duties shall be :
To institute and carry on'all actions in the

naule of the corporation to filial judgment,
and to oldefend all suits brought against it.

To give his opinion in meeting on questions
of law to the Mayor and Board of Aldermen
whenever re(lquest: II.
To rediee to writing all contracts where

the city is a party, anlld approve such written
contracts betore the same are perfected.

To pay over all money collete( d by him as
attorney fi;r the corporalion, within tive days
after the collection thereof.

Sec. 162.-He shall be paid a salary of -
-dollars, payable quarterly upon his own

warrant, approved hb- the Sceretary and
countersigned by the Mayor, and the further
sum off tive per cent. commission on any
amount he may receive hi any suit in favor
of the corporation, and a fee of Live per cent.
on the amount sued for when the corporation
is defendant.

ARTICLE IX.-SiRGEANT-AT-ARMIP.

See. 163.-Be it ordained, That there shall
be annually elected by the Board of Alder-
men a Sergeant-at-Armas whose duty shall be
to attend at all meetings of the board and to
execute all the ordlers of said Board.
The suni of dollars shall be allowed

him for each sitting thereof as full esolpesisa-
tionu, on the warriant of the Mayor counter-
signed by the Secretary.

CHIAPTER XXVIII.
AN ORDINAN("E RELATIVE TO POLICE IN

GEE.RAL.

See. Ii4.--Be it ordained, That no person
shall he guilty of fighting or quarreling, or
of any riotouas, indecent or diordlerl', con-
ductln the streets, houses or anywhere elke
in the corlpoation, nor of abusing, provoking
or disturbing, either by word or action, atny
person in or walking in any street, road or
public w;vy.

Nor shall show or expose in public any
writing, sign, drawing, print, earleattiri.
statue, or alin other objett which may excite
scandal, or has a tendency to disturb the
public peace.

Norshall break down. destroy, injure orI carry away any trees or their easings. plant-
ed tnl chastnouent, any fence' or any part there-

of, any bridge, or the steps, or blinds, or
doors o;' hou.w•s.

Nor shall deface, break or carry away any
signl, board or plate indicating the name. res-
idenc'e, occ•tlpation or 1niua5es. of any per-
son. or any private or pibblie lamp.

Nor shall destroy,. break down, mutilate or
detface any tomb, grave or sepulchral monu-
maent erected in any burying ground, or in
ally way violating the same.

Nor shall drive or ride through the streets
at a rapid or da gerous rate of speed, or ride
or drive upon the sidewalks or in the ditches
wilthin the limits of the corporation, or leave
any vehicle of any kind in the streets at
night.
.Nor shall discharge any firearms within

the limits of the corporationl.
Nor shall allow any animal to roam hi the

streets of the town after 9 o'clock at night.
Nor shall allow to roam in the streets any

animal which is vicious, or which has the
,landers or other contagions diseases, nor
any stallion or bull, nor any cattle with a
cow bell attached to them.
Under penalty of a fine of not less than

five nor more than twenty-five dollars for
every violation of any of the acts prohibited
by this section.

See. 165.-That upon the complaint of three
inhabitants of the town, or the Constable
and two inhabitaxts. declaring that any pri-
vute house is a public nuisance, or is kept in
a disorderly manner. it shall be the duty of
the Mayor to eite the owner or occupant
thereof to appear before him within the time
ilxed by him to answer said complaint; and
if upon examination the Mayor find said
complaint well founded, he shall order the
same to be closed and shall condemn the per-
son or persons causing said disorder to a line
of not more than fifty or less than five dol-
lars. This sectiont shall also apply to licensed
houses, and the penalty maty, in addition to
the above, be the forfeiiture of the license
with prohibition to obtain another one dur-
ing the year.

CHAPTER XXIX.-ROADS.
SAN ORDItNANCE RELATIVE TO ROADS.

Se•. 166.-Be it ordained, That the public
roads shall have an acclivity towards their
centre, and shall be bounded on the right
and left by dralninitg ditches ; they shall also
be crossed by a suticietnt number of draining
ditches, and they must at all times be practi-
cable tir all kinds of carriages, so that the
communlication may not in any season be in-
terrupted.

Sle. 167.-The draining ditches on the right
and on the left of the highroads shall be at
least two feet wide as their opening by one
loot or one foot and a half it depth ; nor
slhall aln ditch be dug within at least two
feet of the levee.

Ste. 168.-Every ditch crossing a public
road shall be covered over in its whole ex-
tent with a bridge uide of plank two inches
thick, at least twenty feet long; the plank
shall be laid on a level with the road, and
shall rest on strong joists to which they shall
be nailed with all necessary solidity.

Stee. f169.-The works necessary for making
and keeping ill repair the said bridges, ditch-
es a:ld levees shall be comlneneed every year
in the course of the month of .July, or at lat-
est in the conurse of the month of August
and they shall be completed by the 1st of
October following, at farthest.
Sec. 170.--The Board of Putblic.Works shall

superintend all the works above prescribed,
either causing the saute to be doneo biy hired
laborers, or by contract to be adjudged to
the person offering to contract for tise same
oni i t: lowest terms, after the said works to
be contracted for shill have been ten days
advertised in the otficial journal; said board
having the right to r'jec:t ainy anl all bids.

('IIAP'TER XXX.-SHOWS, THEATIIES,
EXIIIIBITIONS, ETC.

AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE, ETC.

So, *. 171.--le it ordained, That it shall not
be lawful for any person to exhibit any the-
atrical or any equestrian perfo.mance, pan-
oranla, dliorana or paintings, or any rare or
unco('m'tL animtal or lprson, or rope daun-
ing,. or teat of strength or agility,. or any per-
fiutllance or ~how wilhere the public are ad-
Initted for monevyor reward : nor for street
muns-icjans to perlionr upon any musical in-
strumetit in anl stlreet tf tlh town fir mIln-
ey. unless they shill have a license frolo thi:
Ityorl, untder lpena'ty of tifty dollars.
'1 lie tax of said shjws, etc., shall be as fol-

lows:
Circus, first day, ................ $25 00

each day after it'e first, when
the representations shall succeed
each other... ..................... 12 00

All other shows and exhibitions, first
representation, ............ ........ 2 50

All subsequent representations, when
they shall suaceed each other, per
(:ay ................................. 1 00
Se. 172.-Tlhat the Mayor, at the lquest of

the manager of any theatre or other public
exhibition. many appoint the number or police
otlicers :equired, to attend the anllle levery
night of performancne, who shall be pait by
the manager tor their services, and whose
duty it is :

To preserve strict order and decorum; to
arrest an.d ti-oct any person who may be cre-
ating riots or distulrbauce, either by loud or
boister"us talking, whistling, swearing or
hallooing,, or any uugectlenmanly or indecent
acts or uisconduct.

And they are vested with full power and
authority to call upo1n any person to aid or
assist them in the performance of their duty.

Soc. 173.-That any person guilty of any of
the acts prohibited by the last section, shall
be lined ten dollars, and when arrested by
the police may be required to give good se-
curity for his apperaunce before the Mayor
or other Justice of the Peace on that day or
the next, and in default thereof may be coin.
mitted to the parish jail.

('ItAPTER XXXI.-STRAY ANIMALS.
AN OItL)tI.NCE ItELATIVE TO, AND K••IEPER

OF THE POUND.

Sec. 174.-Be it ordained, That there shall
be annually appointed by the Council a
Keeper of the Poutid finr tray Animals.

Sec. 175.-The Keeper of the Pound shall
baVe a lot of ground and stables sufliciently
large to admit all the animals entrusted to
his care, and lie shall place above the gate of
entry a sign with the words "Pound for
Stily Animals."

See. 176.-Said Keeper of the Pound is
hereby vested withl full power to the same
extent as is vested in the Constable, to arrest
all the stray nuimals in the streets, public
ways and squares, in conformity with the
existing ordinances.

Leer. 17.- -It shall be the duty of the Keeper
of said Pound, within twenty-four hours af-
ter t;ny animal whatsoever shall have been
brought to the Pound and not reclaimed by
the owner, to give public notice thereof in
the otlicial journal, that if within a delay of
ten days the raid animal is not claimed it
shall be sold for the payment of the line and
the expenses qccasioned; and at the expira-
tion of the aforesaid delay, if the animal is
not claimed, said Keeper shall eattse the same
to be sold at public auction; and he shall
render an account of the proceeds of the sale
to the Treasurer.

See. 178.-The Keeper of the Pound shall
not deliver any stray animal arrested and
brought to the Pound, without an order from
the Alayor, who shall receive the fines im-
posed by virtue of the existing ordinances;,
provided, however, that the Mayor shall
have power to remit such fires whenever in
his discretion he may deem it equitable so to
do; the keeper shall receive from the propri-
etor for taking up any animal under existing
ordinances and conducting the same to the
Pound, one dollar, and for keeping and feed-
ing each animal fifty cents per day.See. 179.-Tlhat the Keeper of the Pound
for stray animals shall remain responsible for
any animal which may escape after having
been in his possession.

Sec. 180.--The Keeper of the Pound shall
keep i correct regiater of all stray animals
brought each day to the Pound with specifi-
cation of the time and place of arrest, by
whom made, and of the peculiar marks of
the animal; he shall furnish every day to the
:Mayor a list of the: arrests made on the day

preceding.
Sec. 181.--That the fines imposed by theor-

dlinamlrne relative to stray animals shall be
one-h;llffor the benefit of the corporation,
and the other half shall be allowed to the
Keepelr of the Pouud in addition to the above

fees, in full complensation for all his services.
CHAPTER XXXII.-STREETS AND

SIDEWALKS.
Soc. 182.-Be it ordaited That the sreets

of the town shall be sixty feet wide (French
measure) from wall to wall, and shall cor-
respond in every particular with the psrovi-
sions of the ordinance relative to roads. In-
fra, chapter xxix, sec. 167 at seq.

Sec. 183.-That no person shall erect, re-
build or enlarge any house, building or fence
fronting on any street in the town so as to
encroach on the line of the street, under a
penalty of fifty dollars, and any house, build-
ing or fence which may be placed so that it
encroaches on the street is a nuisanee, and
shall be removed back to the proper line of
the street, under a penalty of ten dollars for
every day it continues.

Sec. 184.-That it is not lawful for any per-
son employed in building or repairing any
house, store or other building to lay or p!ace
brlcks, boards, timber, or any material in the
streets so as to occupy more than one third
of the middle of any street, under penalty of
twenty dollars.

Sec. 15.--That no pearson shall dig, haul or
carry away any earth or materials of any
kind from any street, nor from any ditch
op ened or excavated. Nor cut, fell, break,
strip off the bark, or damage any tree which
is planted iii any walk, square, street, road
or public way. Nor pernmt any wail, house
or other building or erection to remain stand-
ing, if the Mayor notifies him that he is of
the opinion that they are liable to fall and
endanger the lives of persons passing, under
penalty for each infraction of a tline of te
dollars.

Sec. 186.-That there shall be placed the
name of each street in legible painted letters
at one of the corners at the intersection of
each street, right and left alternately.

IELGULATION OPF SlIEWALKS.

Sec. 187.-Be it ordained, That the ownei,
or claimant, or occupier of every lot of
ground shall make or cause to be made, and
keep in repair, to the whole extent and front
of his property, a sidewalk, aecording to the
level and graduation to be furnished by the
Mayor.

Sec. 188.-It shall be the duty of all per-
sons desiring to make or repair theirhside-
walks in ftihnt af their property, to notify
the Mayer whose duty it asiUi be to Ix the
lines thereof; and every person neglecting
to inform the Mayor shali be subject to a
fine of tive dollars.

See. 189.-When sidewalks shall be made
of lake bricks with a brick wall towards the
ditch, the Boardl will reimburse the propri-
etor one-third of the cost thereof, provided
the same does not cost more than thirty-five
cents per square yard.

Sec. 190.-No person,shall obstruct, em-
barrass or ineumber any side-walk with
bales, lumber, fire-wood, carts, drays,
wagons, goods, wares or merchanldise, or
any article.

Nor sell or offer for sale at public auction
or outcry in the streets, or on the sidewalk,
any horses, cattle or live stock.

Nor to permit any walls, houses, or other
buildings that are in a broken or ruinous
condition, liable to full or endanger the lives
of persons passing by, to remain or otherwise
obstruct the side-walk under penalty of llfty
dollars andt ten dollars for each day that any
violation of this section continues.
