MILWAUKEE, October 11.—Specials
to the Daily News from Green Buy re-
port the loss oflife by the burning of
settlements in the Tumber regions as
appalling. At Peshtigo three hundred
are known to have perished, At

Jilliamsport, Door country, fifty-five
were burned. At F'auatvilie, of six
families only one person 2
At Bush eréek, Oconto county, thirteen
were burned. Individual cases and
single families who were destroyed
are rveported in all directioms. At
Peshtigo the flames swept from the
woods upon the town Sunday night,
and the population had not time to
get put of their houses. Some, who
lived not ten rods from the river,
were overtaken by the flames before
they reached it, and fell burned to
death. One boarding house coutain-
upwards of a hundred was burned
with all its inmates. The population
that could reach and enter the water
stayed there until morning, and were
saved, t-hm_zﬁ? receiving severe burns
about their heads.

The reports would seem to be in-
credible, but they are also fully true,
and numerous fromall the northeastern
part of the State. Authentic intelli-
gence of at least five hundred human
beings roasted alive has been received,
and it not imprebable that the
nomber will be doubled.

GREEN Bax, October 11.—A lot of
provisions,clothes, surgeons and nurses
left last night for Peshiigo, and to-day
a steamer was sent with provisions
and surgeons to points on the ecast
shore. The women of the city are at
work making up clothiug, and are do-
ing all in their power to relieve the
fm%ering. Help is wanted from the
State at large in provisions, elothing
and money. Not the least item of suf-
fering is that of the cattle of the desti-
tute sufferers, the hay being mostly
burned ond the ecuntry soravaged by
fire as to make grazing impossible.

Fresh news is constantly coming in
of deaths by fire. Intelligence to-day
from Door county is to the effect that
upward®of thirty persons were burned
in the town of Forestville, and of six
families in one neighborheod one per-
son escaped. The list of lives lost at
Peshtigo and the sugar bush in Oconto
county is hourly augmented. It now
reaches upward of 300, At Williams-
ville, in Door county, fifty-five are
lost as far as heard from, and only two
uninjured in the whele town. At Bireh
Creek, Oconto county, thirteen were
burned. Individual cases and in fam-
ilies are reported all over the country.
The rain of Monday wight lasted a few
hours and arrested the fire,
has beeu no more rain though thesky
is heavy and hopes ave felt that it will
rain to-night. A high wind would fan
the smouldering fire into life again.
