We denounie
their whole conduct in connection with the
calling out and assebnhUng of this body.
They were guilty of every 'tufairness in the
progress of the election for de'egates.

They finally estab-
lished, without authority, certaih pretended
rules relative to the admission of delegates,
calculated to further their scheme.
