4. Loesl selfpovernment, with hopartial
stllvage, will muard the rights of all citizens
more seenrely than any centrabized power.
The pibliec weltiars reqnires the suprenciey
of the civil over the wilitary auihoricy, and
Treedom of person nnder the protection of
the habeas corpus.

12, For the promotion aml suceess of these
vital prineiples and the suppart of the can-
lislater nonvnated by thizs Convention, we
invite and cordially weleome the co-opern-
