LNVALID PUDDING.-Soak one even ta-
blespoonful of tapioca in nearly a cup full
of milk for an hour, or till thoroughly
softened, add a little salt, sugar to taste,and the yolk of an egg, and bake 15 min-

utes.
THE receipt for making a pound of but-

ter from a pint of milk is as follows : Take1 ounces pulverized alum, } ounce pulver-
ized gum-arabic, and 50 grains of pepsin,
placed in a bottle for use as wanted. A
teaspoonful added to the pint of milk will,
upon churning, make a pound of butter.
It is true that the butter will seem to be anear relation to pot-cheese, but call it but-
ter and that makes it so. This receipt is

$5, but we give it without charge.
