Faman # BmIp.-Inteo a pan put slies
of dried beef, with just enough boiling
water to cover them. Let them cook ten
minutes, and drain of the water. It not
fine einough, cut smaller. Return to the
pan with a lump of butter the size of a
walnut, and a little pepper. To a quarter
of a pound of beef allow 2 eggs, beat well
together, and when the beef is hot, stir in.
Cook about three minutes, and send to ta-
ble hot.

POTATOES FRIED I SLICES.-Peel large
potatoes, slice them about a quarter of an
inch thick ortcnt them into shavings, as
you would pe~a lemon. Dry them well
in a clean cloth and fry them in lard or
dripping. 'Take care that the fat and fry-
ing-pan are quite clean. Put it on a quick
fire, and as soon as the lard boils and is
still, put in the slices and- keef moving
them until they crimp. hake them up and
lay them to drain a sieve. Send them
to table with a lIftle salt sprinkled over
them.

PPACH JELLY--F'or a table ornament
nothing is more elegant. Dissolve in suf-
ficient water 1 ounce of i l ' strain it;
halve 1 dozen large peachtesand pare hem;
make a sirup of 1 pound of fruit sugr and
J pint of water.; Into this put the peaches
and kernels; boil gently fifteen minutes,
when place the fruit on a plate, and cook
the sirup ten minutes lonwer; add to it the
juice of 3 lemons and the isinglass. A pv-
ratnid mold is very pretty or this. Fill
part full of jelly,-and when set, put in one-
quarter ofthe peaches. Place on ice, and
let it harden; add more jelly, harden, etc.,
untilfuill. Let the base of the mold be
jelly.

SwErT-PoTr~o COFFEE. - There are
many person. who are very fond of a good
cup of coffee, but who dare not indulge in
the favorite beverage on account of the
nervous excitement or bilious affection
that follows. To such it will be pleasing
to learn that the new modes of evaporating
fruits and vegetables by artifieial processes
have rendered it possible to reduce the un-
cooked sweet Potato, without taint, to the
dry and brittle condition necessary for
roasting and grinding as coffee. In this
condition its useful and economical proper-
ties are said to be manifold. Being very
wholesome as Well as exceedingly nutri-
tious, it is said to be a valuable substitute
for chicory and the indifferent article of
peas, which uslially make up a large por-
tion of the mixture usually sold for "pure
ground coffee." Its rich saccharine con-
tents not only diminish the amount of su-
gard equired, when it % used, but so com-
pletely agglutinate and settle the grounds
that coffee jniL'ed with this preparation
may be used as fine as flour without mak-
ing the infusion muddy, thus permitting
double the ordinary strength to be obtain-
ed from the coffee itself. The Vund
sweet potato may be mixed with half its
bulk of good, pure coffee. The mixture
will cost less than half the price of pure
coffee and by ihany is decidedly preferred
as a matter of taste. More important,
however, to tlose who cannot drgik pure
coffee,is the consideration that in the sweet
potato there ps no headache, no excite-
ment of the Ijerves and no bilious affec-
tion.

The Latest Facts About the Grape Dis-
ease.

For many years grape eulglre in tlie
United States has been very uncertain.
Innumerable line varieties have been rais-
ed, some of them in quality equal to the
best from the hin. But one by one the
varieties iiavei failed," until now only two
or three-Concord, Clinton, and perhaps
Hartford Prolfic-are planted with any
certainty that they will grow tolerably
well.

Various caises have from time to time
been suggested to account for this failure
of so many grapes to do well. Most peo-
ple, however, fall back on the nearest
cause to the evidence of their senses, and
simply say these varieties are too tender
for this lattiide. Of course this exxplains
nothing; and' the reason why these grapes
are too gender, if the climate really should
be found to have anything to do with it, is
yet open for %v stigation.

Of late years the vineyards of France
have fld, fl inany casks seriously. As
they for iundreds o years done very
well, and the ouble, whatever it was, was
of aecent intoduetion, the French, more
se isibhe tsaewe, did not think the climata
had anything to do with it, and set about
investigating the causes, and found in the
diseased vines myriads of small insects at
the roots, which, without any doubt in the
wbrld, ina urated the ilsease. Fortu-
natel for scientific credit of our coun-
try, that ardenit young investigator, Prof.
Riley, the State Ent oologit of Missouri,
found the saise inseets on Amerloan lnes,
and.entirely idependeit of the liuropean
discovery, divida th6 boner with our for-
eign friends.

The ppu~lr~out the#e tataoi
so fheel~h n abundantly that one isno
sooner injud by the insect than several
others push oat to take the pl in this
way the pio)t growth keeps ah of the
insect damage. The kinds which suiffer
most have least renewing root power, and
thus they suffer. The result of Mr. Plan-
chon's mission is the report in favor of the
extensive introduction of these two Amer-
ican varIetiet, as a stack on which the
French vinetvardists niay their vines.
Besides thisi he finds in America a very
small-parasite, which loves to feed on the
grapeviae innsect, and thus keeps it down
to a great eltent.

Now that the cause of gape failure in
America isWhown not to climate, butan insect, aidtwe see how the inseetworks
and how its, ravages may in a measure be
counterac l, there seems more hope of
success in grape culture than ever before.
One of the thief objects now, with grape
improvers, will be to produce varieties
which have a tendency to make large
numbers of'libres to their roots.-Forney's
Press.
