Unparalleled Self-Punishment.
The Ouachita Telegraph of the 21st

ultimo relates the following :
W. Dempsey, a native of Ireland,

aged about 28 years, who has been
recently employed in repairing levees,
presents to-day the most extraordin-
ary instance of self-punishment on
record. He is hopelessly blind and
the affliction is the work of his own
hands. Dempsey was in Monroe last
week, after having completed his job
on the levee, and indulged freely' in
drink. He left town Saturday or
Sunday, and strayed off into the
woods. He was found in rear of
.Judge Baker's place, Wednesday,
with both eyes out. Dempsey tells
us that he thought there was a paun-
ishment demanded of him for his sins
-that there was a struggle for his
soul, and it was required of him to
desttoy his eyes. His statement is
that he thereupon went to work to
pull out his eyes, as a penance for his
sins. An examination by Drs. Mur-
phy adl Ally shows that while the
eye-balls are not torn out, both are
badly crushed and the sense of sight
totally destroyed. We asked Demup-
sey if the attempt gave him pain. lie
replied that when he was pulling at
his right eye, he felt some pain. Al-
though.perfectly sober when we saw
him, and fully conscious of his con-
dition, he was apparently impressed
with the idea that he had done right
in robbing hnimself of sight. He talked
intelligently, appreciated his afflic-
tion, but expressed no sorrow.

A somewhat similar occurrence took
place in the parish of Terrebonne
about three years since. A school
teacher of more than ordinary intel-
ligence and education--one Philbrook,
a native.of Massachusetts, 35 or 40
years of age-became imbued with
the idea that it was necessary for him
to inulict upon himself a revolting
bodily mutilation to secure admission
to the Kingdom of Heaven *after
death. He accomplished the deed
and gloried in the belief that the sal-
vation of his soul was secured. Upon
all other save religious sulbjects he
appeared perfectly sane. He was
strictly temperate and moral in his
Habits, greatly respected by all who
knew him, and was an excellent
school teacher.

Advertising, if properly used, is the
best way of increasing one's business,
but it may be so badly used as to be
a mere source of expense without re-
muneratiou-anI one of the ways in
which it becomes so is by mwaking it
too obtrlsive.
An advertisement in a respectable

paper doesDnot excite suspicion, but
this irregular manner is hardly ever
successful. The slip is not read but
disdainfully consigned to tile fire or
waste basket. We can not compel
people to buy. The best way to give
satisfactory information to those in-
tending to purchase is in the columns
of a good newspaper.-"ewlspapcer Ile-
porter.
