Professor Keating was a vative of
Ireland, and had attained the age of
57 years. The last four years of lLis
life were spent in Donaldsonville,
where he established a popular and
suceesaful echool for the cduecation of
the youth of both sexesin the cle-
meutury and more advaseed brauehes.
A man of tine education and deep re-
search, he possessed a happy faculty
of imparting knowledge to others
which fitted him eminently for the
occupation be pursaed in life. He
leaves a wife and three children—
two soux and a dnughter—to mourn
his loss, and te these the sympathy
of the entire commanity will be ex-
tended in their hour of sad bereave-
ment. Deeeased was baried in the
Catholie cemetery Thursday evening,
and bis remains were followed to their
Inst restivg place by a considerable
concourse of his friends and pupils,
despite the drizzling rain whieh was
falling.
